POCAHONTAS TUE DUSKY MAIDEN AND
PRINCESS.

The pathetic story of the dusky maid¬
en who, obeying the spontaneous im¬
pulses of her kindlier uature, nearly
three hundred year3 ago on the banks
of the Chickahominy, won the clemency
of her stern father, King Powhatan,
and rescued from a barbarous death at
the imminent peril of her own lifecne
who had no claims upon her of consan¬
guinity nor long friendship, but was a

stranger and an alien to her and he-
people, will continue to bo acknow¬
ledged as an established fact,*ootwith¬
standing tho malignant attempts cf
cynics to pervert and falsify the plain
historical evidences upon which its vc-
racity d. pun's. 1c will stili hold its?place
in the earliest chapters of Virginia
history, :m i s;i 1 command, as it t\er
has dun«, the iotereet and admiration
of the young aud the old of our repub¬
lic.
The circumstances of the rescua of

Captain John Smith, according to the
mo it trustworthy c! ro-hie--, ara thes.:
From the time ut h;& lir.-t landing tn

the banks of tue Jaines river v\iih tht
voyazers seat ou1. under the auspices o;
the Virginia company of London it'
1606 to thai of bis depurturo from
Jamestown for England in 16(9, be
emitted uo opportunity to colltct eli
possible information coüCrrning the
geography aud varied resoutcesof the
country lor the occupation of which he
had so faithfully labored from the bi-
ginning of the enterprise. It was cn

one of his excursions in pursuit of this
ol-ject that he wa3 surprised and caj
u;ed hy the natives and carried before
their king, Opechancanou,;!). But iu
'.hi=; strait his characteristic adroitness
>iud tact eerved aui! saved bim. Draw¬
ing from his pocket the little compass
\vnicb had served toi;ui(ie him through
the wildernes?, he amused the savage?
by au explanation of its wonderful
properties, and increased thei: admira¬
tion of his superior genius l>\ imparting
:o them some vague conceptions of the
form of the earth and the nature of the
planetary bodies. To the Indians who
letaiued him as their prisoner his cap¬
tivity was a stranger event thun any
circumstance of which the traditions of
.heir people preserved the memory.
He was allowed to send a letter to the
fort at Jamestown, and the savagewon-
ler was iucreased; for he seemed by
-ome incomprehensible agency to endow
¦he paper with the gift of intelligence.
The curiosity of all tho clans of the
neighborhood w:<s awakened by the ac-
'iorns of the prisoner. Ho wns conduct¬
ed in triumph from the settlement on

tho Chickahominy to tho Indian vi'-
aces ou the Kappahannoek and the
Potomac, and thence through various
towns to the residence of Opechan-
canougb at Pamunkey. There for the
space of three da\s they practiced in¬
cantations and ceremonies in tho hope
of obtaining some insight into the mys¬
tery of his charaOr and his designs.
It was evident to them that the pale-
faced strauger was a being of a higher
order than that of their own, and gifted
with inlluences to sway and control
other minds at will. They parleyed
among themselves, and queried, ''Was
his nature kindly and beneGcent; was

he to be considered a friend and takeu
into their couüdence, or was he to be
dreaded as a wily and dangerous in¬
truder?" Their minds were bewilder¬
ed as they beheid his calm fearlessness
in the face of danger, and they sedu¬
lously observed towards him the ut¬
most deference and hospitality, as if to

propilia'o bis power should he be
rescued from their hands. In their di-
lemma they referred the decision of his
fate to Powhatan who was then resid¬
ing in what is now Gloucester county,
on York river, at a village to which
Smith was conducted through the re¬

gions now so celebrated; where the
youthful L fayette hovered upon the
skirts of Coruwallis, and where the
arms of France and those of the colo¬
nies were united to achieve the crown¬

ing victory of American independence;
aud where nearly a hundred years later
occurred many of the important events
of the great civil struggle between the
States of the North nud the South.
The grim warriors of Powhatan as

they met in council to make their de¬
cision displayed their gayest apparel
before the Englishman whose fate was

in their lands. The fears of the feeble
aborigines were about to prevail aud
the immediate death of Smith, repeat¬
edly threatened and repeatedly delay¬
ed, would have been inevitable but for
the timely intercession of Pocohuntas,
the daughter of Powhatan, a cirl of
"tenne or twelve years old whL-h not

only for feature?, countenance and ex-

Captain Smith had easily won the

confidence aud election U the Indian
maiden, and now the impulse of mercy
was awakened in her breast. She

clung firmly to his neck and as h;s

head was bowed to receive the strokes

j of tho executioner?, did the child-like
I superstition of her kindred reverence
her interposition ss a token from a su¬
perior power? Her fearlessness and
her entreaties persuaded the council to
spare the "dgreeabie stranger" who
might make hatchets for her father and
rattles and beads for herself, the fa¬
vorite child.
The barbarians, whose decision had

long been held in suspense by the
mysterious awe which Smith had in
spired, now resolved to receive him as
a Irior.d and to make him a partner of
their councils. Accordingly, thry tempt¬
ed him to join their bauds', and" sought
to g iin bis assistance in an attack upon
the colonists at Jumestown, but when
hia decision of character succeeded in
changing the current of their thoughts
they dismissed him with mutual prom¬
ises of friendship. Thus the cap¬
tivity of Smith did itself become
a benefit to the colony ; for he had not
only observed with care the country
between the James and Potomac, and
had gained some knowledge of the
language and the manners of the na
tives, but he now was able to establish
a peaceful intercourse between the
English and the bribes of Powhatan;
and with her companions the child who
had rescued him from death, afterwards
came every eiay to the fort with baskets
of corn for the garrison.
Captain Smith returnoi to Eogland

in loUÜ aud never revisited the colony.
Soon after Pocahontes was sent to live
with a friendly tribe on the upper Po¬
tomac, in the neighborhood of Potomac
creek. lu the year 1612 a foraging
party of the colonists under the com
maud of Captain Argali sailed thither
for the purpose us they said by some

strategem of capturing the sequestered
maiden, that they might hold her for
the ransom of many Englishmen then
prisoners of Powhatan, and also "to
get such arms and tooles as he and
other Indians bad got by murder and
stealing from others of their nation,
with some quantity of ccrne for the)
colonies reliefe." To gain this end \
Argali promised Japnsaws, the rul-j
ing Fächern, the gift of a cop-
iit kettle if he would betray the!
unsuspecting Pocahontas into his hands, I

Oetrayed the poore innocent girl
aboard" and carried her to Jamestown,
where sho found in the person of Juhu
Rolfe, a youog man of twenty-eight, en

almirer and a suitor for her baud, and
to whom she was married in the little
church of the colony with becoming
ceremonies April 5, 1G14.
About a year after this interesting

event, Governor Dale sailed for Eng¬
land taking with him llolfe and his L.-
diau bride, and a number of other na¬

tives. Captain Smith was at this time
ibout to embark upon a voyage to Now
Bogland, but before sailing he wrot^ a

letter to hi3 sovereign, recommentiiu^
Pocahontas to her good graces, express¬
ing his gratitude to bis old friend and
preserver in tho wilderness for her
kindness to him and ior tbe many ser¬
vices she had rendered the English in
Virginia, ai;d declaring that "she hat!
been ur.der Gc-d the* instrument to pre¬
serve the colony irom dtath, famine
-ind utter confusion."
