WAsHINGTON, Jan, 10,

Postmaster General Gary bas sent to
1the Sepate a reply to the resolution
askiog what positionsshould be exempt
from the civil service, He says: ‘‘In
my judgwment, the following positions
should be sexcepted from the rules
governing the classified civil service, in
addition to those of private eecretary
and confidential clerk fo the Postmast-
or Genera! and unpskilled laborers,
which are now exempt:
the Postofive Department, disbursing
«clerk, appointment clerk, private secre-
tary and chief clerk to each of the four
:gssistant postinasters general, private
secretary and confidential clerk to the
assistant attorney general for the

Chief clerk of §
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Postoffice Department and confidential

¢'erk to the chief postoffice inspector;

postal card agent, postage stamp agent,

stamped envelope agent, five postoffice

inspectors, watchmen, firemen, sssist-

ant messengers, pages, laborers of all

kinds and cbarwomen. In thes post-

offices thronghout the country I would

recommend the following exceptions:

Superintendents or clerks in charge of
carrier stations, assistant cashiers, pri-

vate secretaries and stenographers to
the postmasters in the larger offices,
messsogers, porters, cleaners, janitors,
watchmen and laborers.

THE LEGISLATURE.

The General Assembly on Satorday
elected Robert C. Jackson judge for the
Fifteenth Judicial Circvit, and Mr. W,
G. Loving judge of the County Court of

Nelson.

Features of the election were the
speeches of Mr. Flanagan, commend-
ing the parly foy honoring 8 man who
had advocated and voted for republi-
cap principles in 1896, and the speech
of Mr. Hale, giviog his reasons for re-
fusing to vote for Judge Jackson, and
accusing the democralic party of in-
gratitude in nominating a man so hos-
tile to tie principles of each party.

SENATE.

Iothe Sepate on Saturday a bill was
offered to amend the debt settlement
act g0 a3 to extend the lime in which
the tax receivable coupons may be
funded under the terms of tha act re-
ferred to. 'I'his meagure is similar to
others introduced at prior sessions to
exiend Lhe time for funding outstand-
iog obligutions.

Mr, Barksdale oflered a bill to pre-
gcribe the amount of recovery from any
ipsurance company or assceinlion in
case of damege or loss by fire, water,
lightniog, tornado, cyclone or other-
wise, 71'nis is prectically the bill offer-
ed in the Secate by Mr, Williams at
the last session. It is desigoed to
abolish whsat is known as the three-
quarter clavse in icsuraoce policies.

There was considerable dubate over
the resolution which passed the House
on Friday for & joint special committee
to investigate the public institutions
drawing money from Virginia end to
report & bill making soy needed re-
forms. A similar resclution hed been
presented in the Senate by Mr. Barks-
dale, He accepted the House measure
and asked Lbat to be taken up out of its
order nnd passed. During the debate
Mr, Flood said: “"We heard a good
deal prior to the recessabout the neces-
sity of reducing the sslaries of ccuoty
judges from 3280 to $200. I think that
professors who receive 3,300 are much
better able Lo staod a reduction.” The
resolittion was passed with an amend
ment giving the Seoato equal represen
tation with the House on the com-
mittee,

Tho Senate agreed to the Honse res-
olution eppointing o special com-
mittee to prepare a list of cilicinls
drawing salaries from the State, for
the purpose of furnishing the data for
intellizcent end impartinl action lookiog
to reirenchment,

T'here was considerable debute over
Mr. Turnbull’s hill in relation to costs
in criminsl cases, but a vote was not
reached, Mr. Turnbuil supported the
measure in an able speech, contending
that if passed it weuld save probably
74 000 per year,

Mr. Musford introduced a bill to
amend sections 2849 and 2553 of the
code in regard to notes, billa and
checks to be deemed negotinble and
protested, and as to suits thereon,

Iu the executive session the appoint-
ment2 to the hoards of visitors of the
University and the Agricultural, Me-
chanieal, and Polytechuoical Iostilute,
published in Saturday’s Gnzelte, were
sonfirmed.

HOUSE,

In the House Mr. Early's resolution
providiog for & commission of ten law-
yera to git in Richmond and consider
and report 85 to the amendments to
the conslitution most needed was re-
ferred.

Mr. Maupin introduced a bill repeal-
ing sections 5510 and 3825 of the code
of 1887 in relation to gambling, Sec-
Ltion #5319 allows persons to play atany
game or wager elsewhere than at a
public place and lose or win within
twenty-fours the sum of twenty dol-
lara, Section 5823 contains the follow-
ing:

“If any person playing at any game
or making a wager, or having share io
aoy stake or wager, or betting on the
hands or sides of others, playing at aoy
pemo or making & wager, cheat or by
fraudulent means win or acquire for
himself or another, money or other val-
uabile, they or he shall be coafined in jail
not exceeding one year and [ined not
less than five times the wvalue of the
money or thing won or acquired.”

Mr. Powellintroduced a bill to amend
an act to provide for & method for a
better assessment of personal property
under the control of iduciaries and the
gourts of the Commonwealth,

The bill requiring street car compa-
nies to provide their cars wich vestibule
fronts during the winter months passed
the House without opposition, and now
zoes to the Senate, Should it become
a law, it will take eflect July 1 pext,
and pext winter all street cars niust be
s0 equipped. Tne bill does not make
side doors necessity.

The House passed bills to regulate
the size of barrels used for shipment of
sgriculture products, commonly called
trucks; to amend section 3 of an act to
regulate the practice of voterinary
medicine and surgery in the State of
Virginia, approved February 29, 1896:
to provide that in any case wiere cove-
nant will lie, an action of assumpsit
may be brought; to require Lhe power
appoiniiog an agent to conduct & mer-
cantile business to be in wrliing and
recorded, and to require a copy of the
same to be posted conspicuously in the
place of business conducted by such
agen!; to amend section 3260 of the
code when plea in abatement filed; to
amend section 517 of the code provid-
ing for oaths to be taken by the depu-
ties of certain city and county officers;
to regulate the method of disbursing
the fund provided by act of the Gen-
eral Assembly, approved February 20,
1877, for the protection of sheep in the
county of Fairfax; (o prescribe the
amount of license tax to be paid by
peddlers of manufactured implements
or machines, other than sewing ma-
chines, and by peddlers of cooking
atoves, ranges, and clocks,

The House concurred in the joint
resolution agreed to by the Senate pro-
vidiog for a joint committee to be ap-
pointed from the legislatures of Vir-
ginia and Marsland to look into and
settle, if possible, the dispute over the
boundary line between tbe two States
in the Potomac river from the Great
¥alls above Washiogton down to the
mouth of the river.

Dy. Smith, chairman of the commil-
tee on Chesapenke and its tributaries,
asked that that body be relieved of a
bill aflecting the revenues of the State,
derived from the oyster industry, aod
that the measure be referred to the
special commiltee of ten when sap-
painted.

Mr. T. D. Jenoings opposed this. He
asked if the request was made in Greek
because the House had sgreed to ag-
point such a special committee.

FIFTY-FIFTH CONGRESS.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 10.
BENATE.

Bighop Merrill, of Chicago, delivered
the invccation atthe opening of the
Senate to-day.

A bill was favorably reported from the
Indian committee prohibiticg railroad
companies charging more than three
cents & mile for passengers through
the Indian Territory.

A resolution looking to the filtration
of the water used in the city of Wash-
ington having been offered and referred
to the District of Columbia committee
Mr. Hale said tbat in no part of the
United States was there a city whose
citizensare soimposed upon and abused
aa to the water supply as are the citi-
zans of Washiogton, *“‘We are con-
fronted with bad, foul water,” said he—
‘50 filthy, indeed, as to make it danger-
ous to drink and irksome even to take
a bath,”

Mr. Gallinger, 8 member of the Dis-
trict of Columbia committee, said that
the committee was mindful of the con-
dition of the water of this city, but lie
was satistied that it was not impure or
hurtful toany great extent. Hethought
a gystem of filtration would be very
expensive.

At 12:50 p. m. on motion of Mr. Dayis,
chairman of the committee on foreign
relations, the Senate went into execu-
tive session.

Immediately after the Hawaiian
treaty was culled up Senator Petligrew
offered his motion for conducting the
debate on it with open doors, which
was antagonized by Senator Davis,
chairman of the committee on foreign
relations, and others, the priocipal por-
tion of the debate for the first two
hours of the session being upon Lhis
motion.

A majority of those favoring open
doors are opposed to ratification.

The attecdance in the House was
light to-day but the galleries were well
filled.
