THE MORGAN RAIDERS.
Officials of tbe peuiteutiary at Co¬

lumbus, 0., on Saturday found a knife
that was probably secreted by Thomas
W. Bui Jett, of Louisville, Ky, who
was one of the Morgan raiders who
was imprisoned with the famous Con¬
federate ir. tbe prison during the civil
war, aud who was one of tbe number
to escape from the prison. Mr. Bullett
recently told how nod whore he had
secroted the knife, and expressed the
bei:-r *bat it was still in the place
w. had put it years ago. It was

said t. oe knife wa* one tf the four-
teen wb:ch the prisoners of war made,
and which were bidden when tho fact
of their possession was exposed. Tbe
place of concealment was sr.id to buve
beea in an air shaft used as a veutiln-1
tor, and after pcruistent starch it
was found at th-j bottom, where it
had dropped at some time sinco the
raiders left the prison. It was rust

eaten, and the haudie of wood bad
nearly rotte;! away. A second knife
was also found iu the tunnel. Tbe dis¬

covery is of especial interest sitico it
settles a much mooted point.^he
means of escape of tbe prisoners. The
most of the prison officials believe that,
tbe first knife is tbe one described by
Mr. Bullett, and if that ba true it proves
beyoud question that the Morgen
raiders made their escap?, as bss al¬

ways been claimed, by tbe tunnel route,
and not by tbc aid or connivance of
any of the prison officials. This pcint
is given emphasis, too, by the fact as

stated by Mr. Bullet', that the raiders
took no stock in Warden Marion, in

fact disliked him; but he was anxious

that the truth should be known for tbe

truth of history, and in order to relieve
the warden's "memory of any odium
that might have attached to it by
reason of tbe escape of General Morgan
and his six companions.
