tained the peace commissioners al

dinner last night in n cognition
of the success with which they
adjudicated the treaty betweeu tbe-
Uuited aDd Spain. Never has the Ex¬
ecutive Mansion responded more ar¬

tistically to the inspiialion of the flor¬
ist, who must have exhausted both bib
ingenuity and the White House con¬
servatories in his determination to in
suie a success never achieved before.
The ceiling of the East Riom was

starred with tlectric liubis under opal
escent bulbs, atid ft-stooued with smi
lax that swung in airily graceful loop?
from the prisms of the crystal chande¬
liers. The mantels were banked with
bride roees, wbite hyacinths and pink
carnations, with an outer edge of poin-
setta blossoms as vivid as flame, and a

contrasting bedge of snowy az-dias.
Immense plaques of pink and white
carnations were suspended before the
smilax-veiled tuirron?, and the life-sized
portraits of Lincoln, Jfflen-on and'
General and Mrs. Washington that
oang on the east walls were draped
*ith vines and the space betweeu
banked to the ceiling with palms.
As carriage after carriage whirled up

ii tbe portico aud the magnificently
.{owned women i nd distinguished mien
moved across; the carpeted plaza lo the
door, the commissioners and their wives
were directed to cloak rooms to the
right of the main vestibule, while the
guests invited to meet them were ush¬
ered to tbe left.

scarlet uniforms tnuking a splendid
mass of color against the background oi
trupical green. President McKinley
escorted Mrs. Hobnrt to dioner and
Mis. McKinley was attended by tbe
Vice President. Mrs. Day's partner
was Secretary Hay and Mrs. Hay went
in with Judge Day.
From one end of the vast table to

the other were grouped massive gold
candelabra, the clustered candles burn¬
ing under shades of daintiest pink.
Midway of the l>:ard, and forming a

floral barrier between the President
and his vis a-vis, Secretary Hay, rose a

Long-stemmed Gold¬
en Gate roses bloomrd at intervals in
tall crystal vasts set between plaques
of tropical fruits.
