tiiiltfe. His testimony was in sub¬
stance that he had been approached by
dark's manager.-, who paid him $30,-
000 cash to purchase certain votes.
The money was placed iu a sealed

packet. He also stated that one of
Ciark's supporters threatened to kill
aLyone who "squealed." Yesterday
moroiog the money was exhibited on

1 ie speakers desk, and consisted ol
thirty $1,01)0 bills. On motion of the
chairman of the committee the money
w«s paid to the State treasurer, and in
any event the State is $30.000 anead.

sensational charges of bribery and cor¬

ruption ever known in the west, and

THE BEST MAN.
Under the title "When a Maid's Mar¬

ried," Frederick Boyd Stevenson in the
January Woman's Home Companion,
traces the origin of some of our mar¬

riage customs back to the days of primi¬
tive man.

While we smile at the wife-stealing
propeasity^of the savage or half-savage
nations, we cherish as our dearest form
a custom that had its direct origin in
this very self same practice The "beBt
man," who plays so important a part
in regulated marriages that nowadays

The Scandinavian
warrior of ancient times was far too
lofty in his ideas to condescend to
plead for a maiden's hand. So he pa-
tieutly waited until some other man

who was more gallant had obtained the
fair one's consent. Then when all the
details had been nicely arranged the
proud warrior, with a body of well-
trained retainers, dashed down on the
wedding party, and, if strong enough,
carried away the bride. The "best
man" (ind it was very essential that
they Bhould be the best men in those
days), therelore, became nectssary fix¬
tures to the marriage ceremony, and
they were so well esteemed that their
popularity became so permanent that
when the reason for ihsir existence
was remove 1 tbty ware still retained.
