ALL TWINS MURDERED,
Miss Slessor, of the Uvited Presby-
tecisn Mission at Old Calabar, who was
n passenger ia the E.der Demster liver
Qroe, had with ber four black children,
whose caces reveal a painful part of
West African history.

Miss Siessor bes now worked jfor
twenty-two years in Old Calabsr, The
children are aged, respectively, two,
tbhree, five and sixteen years, and each
is one of Lwins appointed at ope time to
die, in accordance with a superstitious
custom prevailing in the Niger coast
protecterate. In the course of an inter-
view DMiss Siessor said that all twins
born were, aceeritiog to the nalive law,
to be put immediately to death, and it
iz only those who have been riscued by
the missionaries and placed beyond the
reach of the native power who have s=o
far escaped. The children oan the
O:ron were four of thess.

Altogether Miss Slessor has herseli
saved the lives of fifty-one twins, When
the twins are born they are at oucs
taken from the mother, snd, if no one
intercedsa, they ure tuken by the fastl
and bead and bave their backs broken
agross & palive woman's Knee, in the
sama way as one would break s stick.
The bodies are then placed in an esst:
waid recepiacie and taken to the bush,
where they sre devoured by the files,
ipsects or suimsla,

Sometimes the iittle victims are pul
into these receptacles slive, aud wre
toen eaten alive in the same way.
The mother becomes an ocuteast, 1f
she dpes not at onoe take her own lilg,
she has to flee to the bush. Ifshe vec-
tures near the town or village she must
see that she does not remain on the
path when aay other native is coming.
Her presenca, according to their super-
stition, would defila the place for others.
She must pot drink from the ssme
spring, must oot touch anything even
belosging to her own reiations, snd
thers is little cause for wonder that she
takes away a life which hos become a
living deach.

Miss Slessor was accompanied on the
Oron by Miss Melntosh, and together
they are going to establish a home for
these native twing. The nalive super
sritien is that the birth of twitsii the
result of witcheralt sad deviliry. For-
merly the mother, a3 well as the child
ren, was put lo death. Tbe in‘erven
tiou of the while missionuries and tra-
dersthas saved herlife, bul she is & des.
pised cu’cast, whomnone of the natives
dare jeven speak to; her existence s
simply & prolonged agony.—[Loodon
standard.

He said he presumed he did gel rowme,
but he never knew them. At consid-
erable expense he had lists mude of the
men sod women prominent in the
“olean paper’’ sgitation, including a
long list—msaoy thousands—ot those
who had registered themselves in the
movement, compsred his own carrier’s
books, and made a deliberate set Lo
get the subscriptions of these people
who were taking the papers they de-
nounced. He got substantially none
of thew; only the ordinary changes
took place which are constantly goicg
on. And yet his paper was as good 8s
the others, and clean. He was uiterly
disgusted. He said Lhese reformers
were humbugs. Every one of them
reslly wented the nasty stufl which
they were getting.
