The
peuetential season falls unusually early
this year, and April 2 will be Easter
Sunday.
Bishop Van de Vyver has issued the

Uauul Lenten regulation!?, which nil! be
read in all tho Catholic churches to¬
day. They aro cs follows:

I
Ash Wedne£day, the first day cf

Lent, fails this year on the löih of Feb¬
ruary.

1. All the fuilhful who have com¬

pleted their 21st year are, unless legi¬
timately dispensed, bouud to observe
the feast of Lent.

2. They are to take but odo mea! a

day exciting Suodays.
3. The meal allowed on fast days is

not to b taken till about ucon.
4. A small refreshment, commonly

called coliatiop, is permitted in the
evening,

5. Tne following persons are exempt
from the following obligation of lasting:
Persons under 21 years cf age, the sick,
nursing wiin^u, those who are obliged
to do haid labor, Lnd those who,
torough weak uess, cancot fast without
great prtjudice Co their health.

G. Tne iaiiü'ul are letaiaued that, be-
aides the obligation of fasting imposed
by theCburoh, this holy season ol LerU
should bo, iu un especial manner, a

lime of earnest prayer, of sorrow lor
sin, of seciusior. from the world and its
amusements, and of generous alms¬
giving.

7. The Pa3cbal time extends from Ibe
first. Sunday in L?nt till Trinity Snnday,
iuiitit: which lime nil Catholics who
have attained a fitting ago are bouud to
receive worthily the hoi? communion.

II
By virtue of an Indult to the United

States, dated August 3,1SS7, the follow¬
ing special dispensations tire granted:

1. The use of flesh meats is permitted
at nil meals on .Sundays, and once u

day on iloudays, Tuesdays, Thurs¬
days fend Saturdays, with tho excep¬
tion of the secouci and last Saturdays
ol Lent. But liesh meat and fish are
not to bo used at the same meal during
Lenr, even on Sundays.

2 rhe use of butter, cheese, milk,
and e;;g"s is also permitted every day in
Lent."

3. It is allowed to take iu the morn¬
ing some warm liquid, as tea, eoffje, or
thin chocolate, made with wator, and
with this liquid a mouchful cf oread.

4. These tor whom tbo hour of noon

may bo aa inconvenient time for din¬
ner, m:ty invert the order and take
their collation in the morning, and tht ir
dinner in the evening.

5. The use of hogs' lard, or drip¬
ping, instead of butter, is authorized iu
preparing permitted food.

9. Poisons exempt horn the Obliga¬
tion of fasting are iVbe to take meat
more than once on those days when its
use is granted by dispensation.

By virtue ol an Indult granted (o us

by the Holy See, March 15,1S'J5, we

permit to all workiegmou and their
families the use of flesh meat once a

day on all f>5t days and abstiuocce
days throughout the year, with the
exception of Friday?, Ash VVedm B lay,
and Wednesday ard Saturday of Holy
Week, and the Eve of Ohristmas.
Those who avail themselves of this

Indult aro not allowed to uss flesh
meat and fish at tho same meal, and
they are earnest iy exhorted to perform
somo other act ol modification, such as

abstinence from iutcxicating liquors.
