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TARRED AND FEATHERED.
Shortly before midnight Monday
night a mob of nearly 200 men, some of
them wearing masks, called at the farm-
house of Euel Clement, about half a
mile from the village of Levant, Me.,
and demepded admission. Clement
came to the door followed by liider
(GGeorge \V. Higgios, the leader of the
Holiness Disviples, a religious sect
which has stirred up a great deal of ex»
citement in that towo duringthe past
few months. Higgins carried a lantern
and exclaited as be appeared, “Hold
up the shiniog light that we may eee
the faces of our enemies.” The lantern
wac knocked out of his haods and both
Higgios and Clement were knocked

(down, seizad by the heels and dragged

a distance of 100 vards toward the main
road, Here Clement, after threatening
apd beggiog for a time, was released.
The mob then took a rail from a nearby
fence and sitling Higgins astride it rode
him a mile and & ball into the edge of
the town of Glenburn. Herein a little
revine the procession halted and the
ciuthing of the elder was quickly strip-
ped from bis back. Then the mob in
perfect silepce admiuistered a coat of
tar and festhers to the shiveriog preach-
e , orderiog bim to leave town at once
and the crowd immediately dispersed.
Higgine madehis way back to the Clem-
ent house, where Clement snd the
women folks of the bouse bhed been
prayiog avd singing during nis sbsence.
No unnecessary cruelly or roughness
were used after the first attack, but the
grim and silent crowd carried out its
work with resolution and dispateh. The
punishment iofl cled upon Higgins was
the result of the iodignation felt iu
town becan-e of the turmoil and almost
insape excitement woich his preec -
ing had caused amongthe weaker
minded people of the town. It is
claimed that women have become prac-
tically insane from religious fervor, and
that in some cases valuable property
has been given up “to the livioe God.”
Higgins came to Levant about seven
vears ago 88 a lay preacher of the Meth-
odist denomination, About four years
ego he took up a pew branch of re-
ligion, preaching sanctilication and
holiness, and introducing new ritea and
cnstoms among his church people.
Dasid Rider, s merchant at Glendale,
Ky., sod son of Johu Rider, a wealthy
tarmer of Sonors, was taken Irom the
home of Mrs, Luck Eristow Thompson
at midnight Monday night by 8 mob of
fifty men. A barrel of tar and z-'ever?l
pillow cases of feathers were in readi-
ness. After being well tarred and
faathered Rider was placed on & rail
and ridden around the town by a mob
of hootine citizens., After he was freed
he rode to Klizabethtown and wes
about to take the train to Louieville,
but was held by a summons from the
grand jury. Mrs. Thompson went to
Loniville yesterday morniog.
