Manchester, the only living witness
not involved, he swore that the Griffins
fired the first shot. This is the cause

of his death. Thackerand Smith went
to George Philpot's, the head of the
Philpot faction, and asked him to go
with them to Manchester on court bus
iness, but the Pnilpots not being quite
ready they went on ahead. Granville,
Pleasant, George and Pete Philpot ar¬

rived at Hooker's Branch, two minutes
behind, and two miles from their home
they found the bodies riddled with
Winchester balls. They scoured the
surrounding woods with Winchesters
in all directions, but failed to find the
enemy. Had they been with the oth¬
ers they, too, would most likely have
shared their fate. The excitement in
that part of Clay county is as great as
it was in July. Thacker and his friend
mel. their death on the exact spot
where the three GriffinB were killed in
the big battle. Both sides are heavily
armed and well supplied with ammu¬

nition, and are gathering from all
parts at the homes of their respective
leaders.

Elias Hatitkld's Trial..A dis¬
patch from Williamson, W. Ya., says:
The case of Elias Hatfield for the mur¬

der of H. E. Ellis, a prominent citizen
of this county, was yesterday continued
over until next Monday. Hatfield
pleaded not guilty to the murder
and the attempt to secure a jury
failed, only half a dozen jurors being
secured out of the entire number of
talesmen who had been summoued.

The Dreyfus < ourt Martial.

Reonee, Sept. 6 .The secret session
today lasted two hours and the prose¬
cution's new witness, CernuFchi, was

subjected to a severe examination.
The defense showed he had an evil
reputation and was a swindler and a

gambler.
Upon the opening of the public ses¬

sion, M. Trarieux was recalled to the
stand and contradicted the evidence of
Savignaud, Picquart's orderly. Savig-
uaud insisted that his evidence had
been the truth.
Ptcquart then arose and described

Savignaud as a released prisoner whom
bo had employed two days. Savignaud
hereupon retired discomfited.
Major Lauth criticised Picquart'fl
