MYSTERIOUR ERIAL VISITOR.

Some people in Royal Oak, Talbot
county, Md, and its neighborhood
Tuesday night witnessed a rare elec-
trical phenomanon—a large globe of
Bre rolllog about in the atmosphere.
Mr, Philip M. Pastorfield, a careful ob-
garver and accurate in his statements,
thus describs the phenomenon :

“] was stapdiog, looking from wmy
back porch toward the stable, before it
had rained much, when suddenly I saw
on the ground ahout 25 feet from the
atable a balloon-shaped mass of fire
ebout as large 85 an ordinary hogshead.
It was like a balloon upside down, with
the stem pointing upward, Almost in-
stantly it exploded with a tremendous
report like & canoon uod spray- cf
tire flowed from it in every direction. I
am pogitive it did not come down frow
the clouds, as I could not have helped
eeeing it if it had. Btrange to say,
no damage was done by it to anything
around. I was sure that the amount of
fire that flew from it in all directions
would set something on fire, but oo ex-
amination I could not find anything in-
jured. A cow was standing with-
in 15 feet of it, but was usphurt. My
children, three of them, with the hired
men, wers in the stableand were badly
irightened, but not hurt. Two stacks
of lodder close to it were not even
scoreched, Tha ground was not disturb-
od in the least, and the whole matter is
very mysterious to me. I would like
some Scientific man to give me an ex-
planation.”

A gentleman of scientifie attainments
says: I have known only two or three
instences of a rimilar appearance, yet
it is a phenomenon that does happen at
rare intervals, and one that no one has
heen able to explsin satisfactorily by
any of the known lawa of electrical
phenomena,”

ROBERT SCOTT DROPS DEAD.

Robert Scott, one of Charlottesville's
landmarks, dropped dead on Ridge
street yesterday about 11:30 a, m
woile coming from his place intothe
city. He was seed to throw up his
hande end to fall upon the street by
some ladies, and Jesse Farrar, who wa:
working near by, was summoned. He
was carried to the porch of Captain
Mapo's residence, where he died be-
fore a physician could reach him,

Robert Scott was in the 9S:h year of
i3 age. He wasa man of giant frame,
and to his temperate habite may be at-
tributed his reaching the greal age at
which he died. Robert was the son ol
the noted Jesse Scott, known throngh-
out Virginia as the famous fddler.
Jesae’s other sons were Jesse and Tom;
the latter was the valet of the Hon,
Wm. C. Rives when he went lo France
as Uanited Statea minister. He remain-
cd there, and, it 1s said, married a oa-
tive Frenchwoman. Jesse, the other
brother, died here some years ago.They
wera all born and reared in the build-
ing on Muin and 2ad streat, eas’, where
the postcfiice building now stands,
When the property was divided be-
tween the heirg, Robert réemoved to a
place he owned sbout A mile south of
this city, whence he frequently walked
into the city.

While regarded as a colored man,
Robert Scott was not s negro, He
claimad a large degree of [udian blood
in Liz veins, apd his every lineament
and his gigantic statute went far to
prove his claim. He was a man of ex-
cellent principles, courtecus as a king,
gentle 1o manner, and even io the anti-
bellum days, he aod his brothers were
regnided more 8s the comrades ol the
people they served than as menials do-
ing their bidding. He wuss probably
the oaly man who ever witnessed three
Presidents of the Uvited States riding
together—-his he told with much pride.
He had seen Jefferson, Madison and
Monree in a laudau, upon the streets of
Charlottesville.

London, Sept, 285.—A Pretoria dis-
pateh says Kruger's reply to Chamber-
lain's lust dispatch was banded to
Usnynham Greene, the British diploma
tic agent at Pretoria, today. Tomorrow
the British eabinet meets [or final action
on the situation. The Boer reply will
ne discussed, and unless itis a bick-
down, the cabioet will formulate Iog-
land’s ultimatum to the Transvaal,
That KEruger wili back down is not re
sarded as even a remote possibility, 1t
is slated, however, that the ultimatum
will leave open a side door for peace,
To declare war now practically means
s+ fight with the Dutch in all South
Africa. On the other band, further
(emporiziog will bring down a storm of
disapproval from the British in South
Africa and at bome which will shake
the government. The former considera-
tion muy be the stronger.

The Washington committee, headed
by General Miles, boarded the Olympia
shortly befora 11 o’clock. The Admiral
invited the committeemen into hiz cabin
where the arrangements for the Wash-
ington celebration were discussed. A
lotilln of torpedo bosts joined Lhe fleet
of warships while the Washington
committee were on the Olympia They
exchanged signalzs with the flagship
Olympia, then anchored with the fleet.
