Mr. Downey called at this office this

evening aud said that Dr. Carrington,the expert who came here from Wash-
irgton yesterday, told him that his
child did not have smallpox, but only a
light CdS'i of v.irioloid. Mr. Downey
alr-o sa'ii that bis child had never been
sick enough to be in bed and that he
believed the eruutions ou her face were
caused by the medicine which had been
given her by her doctor.
The Mayor has called the board of

health to mtet him on Monday next
at Ü o'clock aud if any of the members
decline to serve he will temporarily fill
the vacancies and report to Council.
