[Reported for the Guzstte.]
Pursuit to adjourcment, the Wood-
lawn Farmers’ Olob met on the 9.h ia-
stent at “Eogleside,” the home of Mr.
and Mre. C, Lukens, and came to order

at the call of the president, E. E. Ma-
son, about 4 p, m.

‘I'he miuutes of the November meet-
inw were read and approved.

"I'ne secretary reported the receipt of
the December list of publicationsisened
by the Department of Agriculture.

Mr. Wright thought that as there is
often & good dssl of good matter in
these publications, it would be advis-
ahle for the club to bave oue copy of
¢sch bulletin to use in the discussions
2t our meetiogs,

Mejor H. E Alvord, chief of the
dairy division of the Department of
Agriculture, being in attendance, the
gr:sident introduced him to the eclub,
-aying that the commiltee to wait upon
he Secretary of Agricolture, finding
that he could probably not attend this
weeting, had invited Maj. Alvord to
atteor!,

Maj. Alvoid then proceeded to lead a
iiscussion on the general topic of
“\Voat science bas done in recent years
o coonection with the industry of
fairying,” remarkiog that it was pree-
:ure of business and not lack of interest
‘hat had kept tbe Secretary of Agricul-
.ure away. Maj. Alvord ssid that the
researches of tcience are directed first
toward the verification of old facts, and
secondly to the establishment of new
ones. In relation to dairy cattle
.cience has pointed out the typical
lairy cow. Herdsmen can arrive at a
possession of the best stock for their
ourpose by breeding snd selection or
ny purchase of others who bave made
sreediog and selection a business. By
the improved tests that science bas in-
voduced Lhe breeder is better able to
make selections and weed out the uo-
profitable stock. Science has taught
us something in regard to the care of
sock and the economy of ehelter.
Also of judicious and ubjudicious
<nelter, A few years 8go Wwe
drifted into the extreme by housing too
closely and undermining the beslth of
‘he herd. The rapid spread of tuber-

ulosi=ls no doubt, in part, due to too
¢lcse confinement.

(. Lukens asked what is recogoized
;6 the proper temperature for winter
stables,

Msj. Alyord recommended 60°co 70°
F. il the air is frequently changed; 40°
‘he lowest., This refers to almost coi -
stant stabling with exercise in very
sheltered place and only in mild
weather.

Mr. Wright thought that under such
high temperatures, nature would eoon
forget to proyide the cow with the
asual winter clothing and tbus increage

risk.

Msj. Alvord seid, the herdsman must,
of coucse, use judgment and not sub-
ject Lhe cow to a shock or chill. Ia the
matter of feeding Maj. Alvord ssid we
aaye gained. Science, by a long series
of experiments and investigations, has
fixed standards for feedlog rations,
Food stufls have been analyzed and
‘Leir feeding value ascertained so that
the busioess is reduced to & scientific
r rational feeding for the desired pur-
poee. ‘

Mr. Roberts asked if there is avy
reliable work giviog tabulations and
formu & lor feeding.

Maej. Alvord recommended Professor
Heory's Feeds end Feeding as being
the best and most comprebensive. ‘H.n

The experiment stations of the fol-
lowing States were mentioned as bay-
ing made the most sdvaoces in dairy
work : Vermont, Massachusetts, New
York, Penpcylvania, Iowa, Wisconsin
snd Minoesota,

It was thought that our Virginia sta-
tion hss not done what it might in
sgriculture investigation but Msj, Al-
vord said that was not the fault of the
director. The college and station were
very much run down when Dr. Me-

great credit for the improvement he has
made in the former. His time bas been
occupied to the full measure of his
strength in reforming the college, but

oped as it should be, and pressure
should be brought to bear on the board
of visitors to the end that they recom-
mend the development of the station.

Mr. Lukens considered it a great mie-
fortune that the station is not more
cenirally located.

Maj. Aivord believed the station too
inaccessible, but that it can do a great
good where it is, There might be
branch stations throughout the State.
He would not advize dividing the gov-
ernment appropriation between two or
more gtations,

Myr. Wright asked if our natura) pas-
ture grasses are not inferior to Lhose of
the North and West.

Major Alvoid replied that he thought
they were not so good as those of the
blue-zrass regions and mountain
elopes.

Mr. Roberts asked *'\Wnal is the com
ing dairy cow?”

Major Alvord replied: “A cow that
will give about 20 pounds of milk aday
for 215 or 220 days, averagiog sbount 4
per cent, fat. The races cf cows that
give the highest per cent. of butter are
those from the (sapnel Tslands, and by
breeding with them we may improve
our herds. It is generally conceded
that quality goes with the sire and
quaolity with the dam.

Mr. Wright thought there was room
for missionery work in the raising of
dairy cows. The demnod is exceeding
the supply, so that most aoy gerub now
will bricg what was a few years a&:0
thought to be a fair price for a good
COW.

A upanimous vote of thanks was ters
dered Msjor Alvord for the pleasure
and interest be had sdded to the meel-
ing and the club adjourned to meet at
“Bay View,” the residence of Mr. aod
Mrs. A, H. Roberts, in Janoary on the
last Saturday oo or precediag the full
moon, (*mas.
