It is not very artistic in dt
sign, but the workmanship is exquisite
It represents an oak tree very natural-
istic-lly treated, the branches bearing
seven candle?. At the base is a well
modeled figure of 6'. George killing the
famous dragon.

which is unetjualtd. ü.ie dinner servic
which was used the other day is called
the Fursteoburg, for it is decorated
with views of that little German prin
C'pality and is avtreat favorite with th
Queen on this account. A green an 1
gold Sevres service is a mugnificen
specimen of porcelaio and was presented
Ij the Queen by N .poleon III, whilo t

;amous old Caelsea service is so val
uable that it is now pracücally never

roiuht into nctuid u-i . Thin, indeed,
is the caee with much of the Queen's
porcelain, which vuis i athered togeth¬
er with a collector'? instinct by George
IV.
The service mc sr uenerallv used on

ordinary S.ate occasions was manu

facUired about tweuty-fiva years ago
by Minton. It is of white china, bor
dend with a delicate shade of t lue,
with medallions of the rose, shamrock
and thistle around the edge, while in
the centre is the mouogram "V. R." in
raised letters of sold.

A MARINE WONDER.
Shipbuilding is far from being a lost

art in Maine. The fleet to be launched
in 1900 will include two or three more

steel merchant ships, a cruiser and
three torpedo boats for the Uuited
States navy, a lot of four-masted and
five-masted schooners at.d the marice
wonder of the century.a six-ina.-ted
schooner of 15000 tons measurement and
5500 tons capacity. This monster is to

he built at Camden, and will be launch¬
ed on the Fourth of July, 1900.
The six master will be 345 long oo

deck, 44 feet beam and 26 feet deep.
Her m»s;s will be of Oregon pine and
each 116 feet long, the topmasts will bo
58 feet long, bowsprit 35 feet and jib-
boom 75 feet. She will have two ac-

cbors each weighing 7,000 pounds, with
cables of 2..-inch steel. Her pumps, of
which she will have a double set, will
throw 1,000 gallons of water a minute,
and she will have s'eam heat, steam
lower, electric lights, a telephone from
the cabin to the forecastle, a piano and
costly furniture in the cabin, filtering
apparatus, refrigerator, etc. She will
ccst about $1^0,000, and wTll be the
greatest schooner the ocean ever saw.
