Hia death waa unexpected, aa
be waa in hia uaual bealtb during the
day and waa not aeized witb tbe attack
wbich terminated fatally until 8 o'clock
in the evening. Dr. Hammond waa in
the seveny-aecood year of bia age, and
waa a noted phyaiciun, 8urgeon and
acientiat.
John M. Realey, a clerk, ahot and

aerioualy wounded Aeniatattt Buperiu-
tendent Charles W. Galloway, of Mid-
dle Diviaiou, Baltimore and Ohio Rail-
road, in bia office in theQueenCity Ho
tel in Cumborland yeaterUay. Tbeaboot-
iug waa tbe result over an inventory of
cara in tbe yarda, wbich Galloway a!
ieged WB8 not complete. Realey gave
himself up to tbo authorities immediate-
ly after the shooting.
A di-patch from Admiral Wataon

dated Cavite, Luzon, aaya tbat tbe
American flag haa been raiaed over the
ialand of Bibutu, near Borneo Tbe l*>
land liea at the southweatern angle of
the boundary line of the quadrangle in-
cloaing the Philippine group. It ia
probably, but not poaitively, oui-
side of tbe line and liea very
near tbe coast of Borneo, com
manda the ptincipal cbannel bt*
tween that ialand and tbe Pbilippinea.
The Bultan of Jolo, whoee group ia
close on to thia ialand, ia aaid to claim
juri diction over it, and aa hia authority
ia recognized by the native trlbea on
tbe north coatjt of Borneo and vicinity,
it ia believed tbat hia claim ia well
founded. It waa probably at hia aug-
geation that thenaval officer command-
ing the gunboat moved.

THE WAR IN AFRICA.
There are rumors in London that a

great battle haa begunin frontof Colec-
-o between the Britiah army of Gen.
Buller and tbe Boer army of General
Joubert. The Britiah force which would
probably ooengaged iaeatimated at 28,-
000 men and 70 cannon. That of the
Boera ia believed to be 20,000 meu and
60 cannon. According to tho London
reporta General Buller haa begun the
battle by heavily ahelling the Boera'
intrenchmeuta atCol6oao. Tuh wouiu
doubtleaa be the preliminary to a gen¬
eral enuagemeut. A numoer of Boer
ccmmandoea are aoutb of the Tugela
river, on which Colenao ia situated, and
General Buller will have to dislodge
t tiertn before he can make bia imiii at¬
tack
The plight of the Britiah at Lidy-

amitb ia d -.-iierate. Thia ia believed to
be the reaaou for General Bullnr'a de-
aire to act quickly.
There ia a rumor at Capetown that

Colonel BideD-Powell haa defeated tbe
Boera at Mafeking. Trie tumor, it h
believed, refera to a fight wbich occur-
red after Baden-Powell'a recent rc-

verae, in whicb, according to Britiah ac-

counta, he lo-t 45 men out of 80 who
were engaged.
Boera occupy hilla at (Joleeberg, which

prevent General French from advanc-
ing along the railway to the Onuu'.'-
Free Btate. A body of burgbera attack-
ed General Frencb'a left, but ia reported
to have been repulaed. The London
war office announcea tbat troopa have
iteen aent to General French to reiu
force him temporarily.
The Boera have retired from the

neighborhood of Moheno, but General
Gatacre, who advanced on them thare,
baa not purautd.
Troopa aent from General Cronje'a

column at Modder river have occupied
the town of Bunnyaide, whicb Colonel
Pilcher'a Britiah troopa recently aeiz^d.
Colonel Pilcher baa returned to Bel-
mont.
