THE SEPARATE-CAR BILL.
The tollowing is the full text of the
[ pa separate-car bill, which was pass-
ad by the Senate yesterday, and now
goes to Lthe Governor:

1. Be it enacted by the General As-
sembly of Virginia, That all railroad
companies aod corporations, person or
persons ruaping or operaling cars or
¢oaches by steam, oo apy railroad line
or track withip this State, and all rail-
road companies, person or persons do-
ioe business in thisBiale, whether upon
the lines of railroads in part or whole,
or lessen by lines that may hereafter be
voanted in this State, and all foreign
gorporations, companies, person or per-

s oreganized under oharters granted
it that may be hereafter granted by any
olner State, who may be now or may
nerenfter be engaged in runoiog or op-
erating any of the railroads of this
Styte, either in part or whole, either io
hieir own name or that of others, are
lLereby required to furnish Beparate
sonches or cars for the travel or trans-
ivortation of the white and colored pas-

pers on Lheir respective lines of rail-
[lich compartment of a conch
divided by a good and substantial par-
tition, with a door therein, shall be
(vemed & separate coach, within the
peaning of this act, and each separate
cosch und compartment shall bear io
owe conspicuous place sppropriate
words in plain letters indiceting the
race for which it is set apart.

2. e it further enacted, That the
ratiroad companies, person, oOr persons
aull make no difference or discrimins-
ion in the quality, convenience, or ac-
commodation in the cars or coaches or
purlitions cet apart for white and color-
el passengers,

3. Be it further enacted, That apy
railroad company or companies that
shall fail, refuse, or neglect to comply
with the provisons of sections 1and 2 of
nis set shall be deemed guilty of mif-
jemesnor, and upon indictment sud
coaviction thereof shall be fined not
{as than §300 nor more than §1,000 for
each oflence.

4. Be it further enacted, That all
couaty courts in whose couonties rail-
ronds sre operating, and corporation
courts of cities, shall have complete
jurisdiction over such offencee.

5 Be it further enacted, That the
couductors or managers of all railronds
ahall have power and are hereby re-
quired to assign to each white or color-
«d passsnger his or her respeclive car,
soach, or compartment, and should any
p ssenger refuse lo occupy the car,
coach, or compartment to which be or
«hw may be assigoned by the conductor
or maisger, said conductor or
maoacer shall have the right to re-
fusa to carry such passenger on his
train, sud may put such passenger off

his train. And for such refu-al ano
putting otf the train, neither the man-

ager, ¢ mductor, nor railroad company
shall be liable for damages in any court,

6. Be it further eomcted, That any
conductor or manager oo any railroad,
who shall fail or refuse to carry out the
wrovision of section 5 of this act, shall
be deemed guilty of n misdemeanor,and
upon inlictment and conviction thereof
anall be fined pot less than §25 nor
more that $50 for each offense.

7. Be it further enacted, That when
\nv coach or compartment of a car for
sither raco shall be completely filled,
shers no extra coaches or cArs ¢an be
nad, snd the increased number of pass-
sugers could not be foreseen, the con-
ductor in charge of such traios is here-
ny avikorized to essign and set apart &
sortion of the car or compartment a-
signed to passengers of one race Lo pae-
sengers of another rave.

§ Be it further enacted, That the
provisions of this act ghall oot apply to
~mployees on railroads, or persons em
ployed as purses, or officers in charge
of prisoners, nor shall the same apply
(o the trapgportation of passengers in
any caboose-car attached to o freight
\rain, nor to Pullman cars, nor through
express traing that do local business.

9. This act shall be in force from July
