delphia, Pa., oo the 19:h of Juoe next,
and for other purposes, tha republicans
of Virginia are bereby called to assem-
ole in State convention at the city oi
Norfolk on Toeaday, the 10th dsy of
April, 1900, at 1 p. m., and all voters,
without regard to past political affilia-
tione, who believe in republican priool-
ples and endorse the republican policy,
ure cordially iovited to unite under this
call to participste in the selection of
delegates and alternates thereto.

The number of delegates and alter-
pates to be appointed by each city aod
couuty of the State is based upon the
vote for the republican electoral ticket
in 1896. Delegates and alternates from
te counties and citiesa may be elected
by mass meetlogs or -'elegated county
conventions, as the republican county

¥
or city committees may for themselves

elect,
Where a mass meeting shall be se-
lected as the mode of selected delegates
and alternates, at least ten dey#’ public
notice shall be given; and where a del-
egated county or city convention shall
be taken as the process of such selec-
tion, county or city chairmen will, by
at least ten days’ public notice, posted
in each precinct, state the pumber of
delegates and alternates to be chosen
by each precinct, which will be in pro-
portion to the number of votes caat by
ench precinet for the republican elec-
roral ticket in 1896,
Precinct or other digtrict meetings
for the appointment of delegates to del-
egated county or city conventions will
pe held in the precinct or other dis-
trict, at the place designated by the
county or city committee, at such hour
a8 the connty or city committee may
srlect, and these meetings will be call-
ed to order by the chairman of the pre-
cinct or other district, or, in his ab-
sence, by sny member of the precinct
or district committee present, when
the meeting will proceed to organize
by the election of a permanent chair-
man and secretary.
To each delegste and alternate ap-
pointed by such precioot or uther dis-
trict meeting, the permanent chairman
of the meeting will issue and deliver a
certificate, Lo bu?ned by the perma-
vent secretary and countersigned by the
cuairman of the precioot or other dis-
trict; and a full list of the delegates and
alternates so appointed shall be signed
by the permanent chairman and secre-
tary, and countersigned by the obair-
man of the precinot or other district,
and the same delivered to the county or
¢ity chairman.
Ia the case of delegated county or city
conventions, county or citY chairmen
will make up the roll of delegates and
alternates as certified to him, as just
prescribed; and, on calling the county
or city convention to order, will lay
guch roll before the conveation, and
then proceed to take the sepse of the
meeting 88 to & temporary chairman
and seoretary; and so, likewise, he will
proceed in the case of & mase meeling.
