"SHERIDAN'S RIDE" KNOCKED
our.

According to Geo. Stephen H. M»n-
ing, Pbil Sheridan'» famoue ride from
Winchester to Cedar Creek, by wbicb
federal defeat was transformed Into
victory, was mere twaddle. Like the
legend of "K.rbara Fritohie," tbe
Sheridan incident has been embalmed
io poetry and even crept into history.
"Since then," say» General Manning,
"it ha» been absolutely useless to tell
tbe trulh about this historio incident."
General Manning, according to a Bo-
t >u dispatcb to tbe New York Pre··»,
was scoond in command of the Sixth
army corps during Sheridan's famoue
raid through the Sbenandoab Valley.
He declare» be can no longer resist tbe
temptation to tell t*.e truth aud "cor¬
rect the damnable injustice of tbe faked
historical accounts of tbe battle of
Cedar Creek." Sheridan, it will be re¬

membered, was 20 miles away, at Win¬
chester, when bis army was defeated
by Early at Cedar Creek. He at
once rode to the scene of action, *>c-

cording to the poet, halted his beaten
and retreating troops, reformed his
corps, attacked Early and snatched
victpty from the jdws of defeat. "The
Sheiidan ride is pure poppycock," says
General Manning. "He did ride from
Wiuchester, but no fas er than any
other well mounted officer could have
done. He claim·' to have found the
whole army disorganized and flying
down the valley and tbat bis près· nee

turned the tide. It is absolutely false.
His coating changed nothing. Tbe
truth is that when he arrived our lines
had b.-en reformed and were rapidly
marching upon Early's demoraliz-d
forces. History now teaches that tìher·
idan found the whole army retreating.
It was too good an opportunity for
Sheridan to miss, and be wbs ready to

gain immortality by slanilering a brav*
army and its noble general. All
history furnishes no greater example
of perfidy and ¡«justice." General Man-
tnnil says be metSberidan two years be
fore the letter's death and "Little Phil"
admitted tbat he bad done wrong io
claiming credit for the victory over

Early at Cedar Creek. The hero oftbat
battle, in General Manning's opinion,
was Gen. Horatio Gouverneur Wright,
wbo was in command of the Sixib Corp-t
at Cedar Creek. If ihe iconoclaste are

not all wrong "Barbara Fritcble" and
"Sherdlan's Ride" are unwarrantable
perversion» of history, mere poetical
inventions. In the case of "Sheridan'»«
Ride" the poet, according to General
Manning'» severe characterization, bar-
written "twaddle." Tbe romantic non¬

sense »bout civil war heroes and hero¬
ines is not oonflned, however, to the
verse» of ingenious and imaginative
?oete. Some very pretettioue histories
are full of just euch "twaddle.".[Balti¬
