Fraoce has 4,200 troops uc-
der orders to go to Cnina, Japa-, it is
said, will land s force equal at least to
that of Rissia, Qaedispatch says that
the Japanese contingent will number
25,000 men. Eogland and Germany
will, it is sald, each send 4,000 or 5,000
additional troops, and the Uaited
Hiates is expected to send 2,000.

There is a good deal of discontent
agaiost Haops smong the younge
delegates who want Roosevelt or Dol-
liver to be nowinated for Vice Presi-
dent, They say that th:re were manoy
promises to the effect that Haooa sond
the administration were goiog to keep
hands off and let the delegates choose
‘he man for the second place on the
ticket, but, they say, eflorts are beiog
made to control the convention and io-
stead of keep'ng bands off Hanva was
working a scheme quietly under the
surface to brivg about the pominstion
of Longjas the administration’s canoi-
date, It is now ssid that Hanos will
tind it impoesible to concentrate the
delegations on Long as he hopes and
may have to take Dolliver as tne can
didate with whom to try to stem the
Roosevelt tide, Senator Hanna is very
sore against the New York governor
and the McKinley leaders geoerally
are denouncing in strong terms what
they domioate bis “vacillatiog policy.”

“For the first time I today believe
that Roosevelt is a candidate for the
Vice Presidency and that he really
wanls to be pomioated,” said Senator
Tourston, of Nebraska, this moroing.
“I bave not heretofore thought that he
countenanced the movement in his b
balf. Iam now coovioced of it, Ifl
am right and Roosevelt iz really & can-
didate, be will be pominated.” Thie
statement coming from Thurston, who
i3 one.of the leaders of the sdministra.
tioo, and & member of the so-called
Hanna faction at this convention, is re-
garded as of great importance,

Benator Obandler, of New Hawmp-
shire, maiotains that nothing can pre-
vent the nomioation of Roosevelt for
the Viee Presidency., ‘‘He will be
pominated" said be, thismorning, “the
bosses are against him, but the people
are for him."”

Philadelphia, June 20.—Mr, Dawes,
comptroller of the currency, called up
the Wnite House this morning and af-
ter  few moments the Presidenis voice
was heard at the otner end of tue wire,
Mr. Dawes told him briefly that the
convention sreemed to demand Roose-
velt. “He'll be noominated ag sure ag
fate,” satd Mr. Dawea, “and aoy eflort
to defeat him will only result in bitter-
pess,”” The Preeident said that he
liked Gov, Roosevelt, held a high re-
gard for his abilitfes aod if snd if Mr.
Dawes be'leved that the situation was
a# ne outlined it, he thought it better
by far to withdraw the candidates that
at first seemed more expedient to urge
upon the convention.

c¢ountrymen, make tuese declarations:

The expectation in which the Ameri-
can people, turuing from the demo-
cractic party, eotrusted power four
years ago lo a republican chief magis-
trate sod a republican Coogress, has
reen met and sutefied, Wheo the
pruple then assembled at the polls after
s term of democralic legislation, busi-
vess was dead, industry paraslyzed, ana
the pational credit disastrously im-
paired, The country’s capital was
hidden away and its labor distreesed and
ucemployed. Tbe democrats bad no
other plan with which to improve the
ruinous conditions which they bad
themselyes produced than to coin sil
ver at the ratio of 16 to 1.

The republican pariy,denounciog this
plan a8 sure to prodnce conditions even
worge then those from which relief
wag sought, promised to restore proe-
perity by mespe of two legislative
measures—a protective tariff and a law
makiog gold the standard of walue,
L'he people by great msjorities issued
to the republican party a commission
to enact these laws.
