TIEN TSIN A HUGE OIIY,

Tien Tsio, the centre of 60 many ex-
oiting vcent s in China just now, is one
of the lar rest cities in the empire, hav-
ing fully 1,000,000 inhabitante,

It is the port ot Pekin, aod stands on
the tortuovs and muddy Peiho river,
83 miles below Pekin aod 83 miles
wbove the Taka forts at the wmouth of
the river, The province of Pe Chi Li,
in which both Pekin ana Tien Tain
aro situated, is a vast low-lyiog plain,
bable to fluods of more or les1 severity,
Ouly 10 years ago it was visited by
such a calamity, which couated its vie-
tims by willions, the extent of the dam
aee belng mepsured by tens of thou
-auds of equare miles. Tien Tsin lit-
erally means “Heaven’s Ford."

The walled city proper has a circoit
of ouly three miles, but the suburbs
g releh out tiyond the ramparts for
wiles in every direction, and harbor
the greater part of the enormous popu
istion, The blg cities of tne south of
(*1ina huve much about them that is
pleturesque, but at Tien Tein there i
little bright or stiractive outside the
foreigu quarter except the dress of the
inbabitauis., The wide-3 readiog Cai-
nese portion- of the place is pleaging
neitber to the senre of sight ncramell,
Accordiog to the Garman traveler Voo
Werner, the elty is dirty aod odorifer-
g, nnd a lurge part of the buildin, e
are werely buts of dried mud. “In the
aeat of Lbree summer months,” he
writes, “'the town 12 almost unendur-
nb:e."

Ye Tien Tein oitlers from the citie
i southern Chioa iu the greater width
of it principsl thorovghbivres, Wil
rapsportation in Shanghai and Cintor
s usualy carried on by coolie porlers,
in the streets of Tien Tsio are seco huo-
dreds of the beavy carts of North Chins,
most of them drawn by mules or oxen

Nowhere withio the vaet expause ol
e Chiness Empire gre the iohabitan's
more enter prising thao in this gres
port of northern China. They own big
tlee s of juske sou Lu a few stesmer:
Althougn the Englich st ove time con-
rolled the larger purt of the trade of
lien Tsin, the native merchants won
pack the firat place 20 years ago, and
nave since fairly mainiained it, Io 1881
‘he city was connected by telegraph
with Bhaogbai, Pekio and  the chief
pities of the empire and for some years
past the place has also been arailrond
centre on the route between the Taku
torta and toe capital,

The foreign goarter is called Tez'-chu-
lin, or the Red Bamboo Grove. Itis
sbout two miles below the eily proper
aod embraces three “‘concesstons,’” the
British, which is in the ceotre, being
the Ilmigest and most impertant,
while the French is npearest the
city, and the American the farthest
away, This foreign querter bears
a striking contrast to the Ohinese sec-
tion of the city, and ig oroamented by
many fine structures, notable among
them being & new hospital. Encircling
the whole place, including the foreign
guarter, is & rampart erected io 1858 by
a Turtar general as a defense azalngl
vhe iovading British forces, and knowo,
after its desigoer, a3 “Ban-kc -lin-sin’s
Folly," X

The United States copsulate at Tien-
siv, which is reported to have been
deatroyed, is situsted far up oo the
Meadows road, which rucs up from the
Peibo directly through the center of
the town. It is far removed from any
of the other consulates and practically
isolated from all other foreign buildings.
Tpis fact might explain the report of
its destrootion before the rest of the
foreign congulates were molested, The
Japanese aod Rus:ian consulates are
close together on the Meadows road
uear the river, Off by themeelves
ferther up the Peibo stavd the Britisb
and Freuch buildiogs in close prox:mity

each other.
