Tbe boxers are said to have
stormed tbe British legation and turned
it into ? shamb es. Tuen, according ti
the Shanghai correspondents, followed
outrages on the women and norrid
scenes of torture. The only ray of hope
is tbe fact tbat these account a are not
t rucea b e to any authoritative source.
The let»st news from Pekin that is at
all reliable is nine days old. On June
27il>, tbe British, French, and German
legations were still standing and the
Chinese attacks on them bad not oeen

successful. Anything may have hap¬
pened since then, however.
Tientsin bids fair to become a second

Pekin. Tbe 12,000 troops there are

lacing an overwhelming army of Chi¬
nese with numerous guiif arid are com¬

pletely cut off from the coa^t. Until
gieat army can be mobilized at Taku,
the reinforcements now dribbling in
are apparently to be dissipated iu re¬

lieving relief forces.
Shanghai, July 6..It is stated tbat

the boxers in Pekin, besides murdering
the foreigners, massacred G?,???) native
Catholic converts, of whom 10,000 were
known to be in the city. Chiueee refu¬
gees confirm the stories of foreigners
being put to the torture in Pekin. The
city is descaí bed as an inferno and tbe
streets are said to be running with
blood. Yung Lu, tbe commander of
the Chinese troops in Pekin, who ad¬
vocated milder measures, has been ab¬
solutely etlaced by Prin-.e Tuan.
Shanghai, July 6.Tnere is no longer

any doubt that disaster has overtaken
the Russian army of 3,000 men who
left Tientsin for Pekin under General
Stillo on June 11 with full field iqip-
ment and their own transport. Noth¬
ing has been heard of the column in
twenty-five days and it is assumed they
weae overwhelmed by 30,000 Kanhus
and Sheusi troops which are now at
Lofa menacing Tientsin. Desperate
fighting occurred around Tiensin on
June 30.

Berlin, July (5..A private dispatch from
Nhanghai svps there is reason to believe that
all the foreigner» in Pekin have perished.
Tbe rebellion is »prusding in northern China,
"oreigoers will have to leave Tientsin a» re¬
newed Chinese attacks on the town are ex¬

pected.

Paris, July 6..There was a furious
scene in the Chamber of Deputies this
afternoon. Premier W'aldeck-Rous
seau was repeatedly insili ed by opposi¬
tion deputies and M. Deschanel, Presi¬
dent of tbe Chamber, nan unable to
maintain order and finally adjourned
the sitting. As the session closed a

deputy rushed toward Premier Wal-
deck-Rousseau to strike him, but ot hot s

Free fighting is
going on in the lobbies between the
ministerialists and the opposition
Journalists are also taking part in the
scrimmage. Several duels aro sure to
follow.

Maseru, Basutoland, July 5..The

Boers at midnight on Wednesday at¬
tacked the British at Ficksburg. A
short, fierce ti<ht followed, which re¬
sulted io tbe complete repulse of tbe
Boers.

Pretoria, July 6 .An inter-tribal
fight in which 1,500 natives are engaged
is going on north of the Boers' position
for the possession of the Boers'cattle.
