Yesterday afternoon Peter Niesen, of
Chicago, made a trip through the
Whirlpool Rapids to the Whirlpool in
a t-iuall boat twenty feet long, six feet
beam and four feet deep. When Nissen
went to Niagara Fallii yesterday he
/ave the name of "Bowser," while his
lust was named tbe "Fool Killer."
Mis trip yesterday was wonderfully
¦jUCCfSsftl).
At 2 o'clock yesterday afternoon bis

ooat wee towed from the Canadian to
tbe New York shore, etoppiug midway
netweeo tbe falls and the rapids. Nis¬
ei» was backward about going to Cán¬
ula, foaring arrest, so be went down a
¡aiLter on the American side and took
a io-vboat tìbie craft.

Jbe spent two hours in preparing the
boat for tbe trip and at four o'clock
was towed ont into raid-tream by a

.toy in a bo«t. Wben tbe line

.vus catt olì Nissen drifted down
with tbe current, but was caught
r»y an eddy on the Canadian si Je
md held three quarters of aa hour until
.be boat again picked bim up and took

in in tow. W'aen cast oil the second
lime be took tbe main current, and was
-00ci sweeping into the rapids. As be
eared tbe bridges be put out bis cork
icket and took ho d of a life line in bis
¦oft. Now and then he waved to the
rowds.
His boat took tbe first waves in nice

.lyie, it rode high in tbe wat ir and be
-veut quite a distance without even get-
ing wet. Wben he reached the wave
where C tptain Webb lost bis life tbe
«atar struck bini a ttrrible blow, and

¦? .ime thought be was swamped. Wave
dial wave brokeover him and from thin
<n his boat rode sideways and this
irougbt tbe force of tbe water full
gainst him.
By this time it was a continuous toss-

ug, but at no time did tbe craft captize.
It was so heavily weighted that it held a
ood portion aud wben at 5:02 be shot
.ito the whirlpool,Nissen was still in tbe
ooat. After it had proceeded aerose tbe
.tool be was seen to stand up. He drift -

1 around the pool about lorty feet out
rom the Canadian shore. He went

¦ round tbe pool four times and bis ex¬

perience was thrilling. The first timi
irouod he saw a boy fishing on a rock
nid attempted to throw a line to bim.
The boy was so frightened tbat be did
iot get the line. Then Niesen drifted
OD.

.dore than once he was caught in deep
vbirls and bis boat stood on end repeat-
ill'·. The water in the river was very
jigo and this bad brought a large
mount of driftwood logs acd timber
uto the pool. Right into the midst of
his NÍ9sin and bis little craft were

iwept. Finally he got free of the debris
nd was carried well in toward the Ca¬
ían ebore where three boys swam out
