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BerokE the daye of republican trusts,
when farmers got as much or more for
their wheat than they do now, and
when crackers were made by hand, and
baked by fire, and not by steam, they
conld be bought at the factory here for
five cents s pound at retail, and every
house keeper in town could alwayg
have them, fresh and crisp. Ofall the’
late employees of the recently trusi
closed factory, whose ties induce or
compel them to remain here, it seems
strange that some don’t combine their
labor nad start a emall establishment
of their owp. Should they do 8o, there
is little good reason to doubt their suc-
cess, Only a small amount of capital
would be required, and industrious,
reliable and skilful men oould raise
that smount withont much trouble.
The old Jamieson water crackers were
the best ever made, and were used all
ghrough Virginia and the Bouth, and
ahipped sbroad, snd there are still left
many Alexandrisos who know how
to make them, and in the old way, too.

Tug CUBANS, to relieve whom of the
alleged tyranny of Spain, this country

FROM WASHINGTON.

Washington, July 18,

Postmaster General Bmith said this
morniog that a successor to First As
gistant Postmaster Geoeral Heath has
not yet been decided upon, The
declination of Cartis Guild, of Boston,
leaves Gan, Bmith without a choice. It
is the general opinion that he will take
an ontside mao for the place and not
appoint any one now in the department,

Miunister Wa called at the State De-
partment early this morning Before
entering the Secretary’s offica he de-
olared that he had no news either from
Pekin or Tientsin, or any other pact
of Cbios, “lam iooklng for informa-
tion,” he said, He appeared to be
more encouraged over the situstion as
& result of yesterday's dispatohes,

It was officially stated at the White

House this morning that there would
be no meeling of the Cabinet today.
Unless preseut pians miscarry the Pres-
\dent will return to Canton tomorrow
evening.
W. W. Rockhill, at present head of
the Bureau of South American Re-
publics, says that there is no intention
of sending bim to China either on a
gpecial miseion or otherwise, and that
until definite news comes as to what
hae befallen Conger it is too early to talk
about his successor especially as it
would, under present circumstances, be
impogsible for any diplomatio represen-
tative to reach Pekin even if seut,
When asked from his long experience
with the Chinese how much fsith he
placed in the dispatches coming from
the officials and declariog that the lega-
tions at Pekin were safe at succeeding
dates, Mr, Rockhill ssid that be
placed no credence in them at all,
I have no doubt,” he eaid, that the
minister here honestly believes in the
correctness ol his ioformation. But
there is nothing to show that the peo-
ple from whom he received theee dis-
patches know anythiog more about the
resl siiuation at Pekio than we do, It
is my belief that all the foreigners in
Pekin bave been Killed, and that the
purpose of the Chinese officials in send-
ing out news to the cootrary i3 to se-
cure delay. There is, of course, a possi-
bility, though a remote one, that some
members of the legations may have ee-
caped, some of the women for instance.
Sir Robert Hart and the Catholic bishop
io Pekin, as well a8 others of the for-
eigoers would undoubtedly use all the
influence they possessed to this end. Sir
Robert Hart, especially, might bave
been able to accomplish something.
He has been there for forty years and
wany of the Chinese officials owe their
positions to him. Ido not base much
bope oo this, however, for I fail to see
that there could be much chance of es-
cape from the legation compound, a
mile and a hail in circomference, sur-
rounded as it were by a horde of 30,000
or 40 000 Boxers, Even il the legations
are etill standing as reported (and you
will notice that nothing is eaid as to the
safety of their lnbabitants), in view of
thejsituation at Tien-tsin, I do not pee
that their position is very much im-
proved. Bat if the Chinege have been
upshle to take the legations by as-
sault they will simply camp outside,
starve ount the . defenders, and
then complete the massacre, This
was the Chinese plan in sub-
duing the Mobammedan rebellion
in the Yoshigari province, The Chi-
nese (roops moved on from place to
place, laid siege to the towns, planted
their own crops and when starvation
compe led the surrender of tha besieged
they would promptly put them to the
sword and the victorious troops moved
on torepeat the same performance at
the next place,

“As to the advantage to be gained by
the Cbivese by delyying accurate news
of the present eituation in Pekin, they
may have the hope that the agreement
between the powers will not laat,
There sre many things that might hap-
pen io time, and it is my belief that the
{hioese are playing their cards in the
aope that one of these thiogs may hap-
pen and thus they may be saved from
a part at least of the wrath of the civiliz-
ed world,”

Berlin, July 18,~The foreign office
asserts that there have been no nego-
tintions among the powers respecting
the number of troops to be sent to
China, Each power will send as many
as possible,

London, July 18,—The most impor-
tant feature of today's China dispatches
18 the indication of a further spread of
the boxer movement. The disorder is
said to be spreadiog near Hankow in
Central China. Shanghai expects to be
attacked soon and in view of this ex-
pectation, more warships are being sent
there. The anti-foreign uprising has
also spread ioto Shaosi-Si province
where a massacre of foreigners and pa-
tive Christinne ocourred on July 9.

A Varis diaﬁlwh says that it 1s believed
there that Li Huog Chang will go no
farther morth than Bhanghai, where
this astute Chinamen will conter with
the viceroys of the Yaogtse provinces
for the purpose of saving Chins from
the vengeance of the various natioos,
The commupication by Minister Wu to
the American State Department of o
message declaring, on high Chinese au-
thority, that the legations at Pekin were
safe July Oth, together with private ad-
vices to the same effect, has again
thrown doubt on the stories of the
Pekin massacre, now twice accepled as
a fact, It is impbesible to rely on tlie
statements of Chinese officials in this
regard and nothiog can be known of
Pekin, prebape, until either a minister
gels a message through or until the
army of relief arrives at Pekin and re-

rts.
