 Queen Yiotoria is kept “on ice' dur-
ing the hot spells of summer. The
Qusen is past eighty, robuat and hale,
and doriog ail ber long life has maoi-
fasted a remarkable preferenca for low
temperatures, It is a popular belief
that noble personages are always cool,
reserved, and even more or less chilly
uoder the most heating circumstances,
But the aged Queen of England up-
gots Lhis accepted theory, Her ladies-
in-waiting, or such of them as have sur-
vived the various draughts witn which
ner majesty  surrounds herzelf, bave
often remarked privately upon ter
mejesty s tendency 1o bave the castle
windows open in very cold weather,
but these remarks have alwaya been in
private. In public they bhave tried to
look plessant in their low-cot gowns
while their teeth ratiled and chattered
and chills ran up and down the ex-
pos=d portions of their spioal columps,
But it is in summer that ingenuity is
taxed to make a climate suilable for the
Queen’s tempersment. Fond of cold,
sne abhora hest aod the royal residence
he traveling equipnges, the train,
and the gardens are all arranged in
conformity 1) her wishes,

In the morning, for instaoce, as Foon
as the Queen leaves her sleepiug-room
great shallow pansof ice are brought in
aud stood nbout, the ice supply being
replentisbed vs fast as it melts, Afier
the room hgs been aired the blinda are
drawn, 8o that not u breath of the warm
outer air may enter. Then an exhaust
fan is driven over a larga bed of ice,
foreing the cold air iuto the room, until
the temperature resembles thst of a
relrigerator, Thig process is cootinued
until night,

When the Queen retires it is the duty
of the ladies-iu-waiting in torn to read
to ber while she is being mude ready for
hed, and a8 BUmMmer cosllmes are en
regle at this season their dizcomforl
in the cold-storage atmosphere way be
imegined,

Begides this, fountaios spray j ts ol
ics water before the royal windows,
and paos and buckets of ice are scaf-
t=red about the rooms, The America
electric fan nas not yet been adopted.
although a commercial traveler bas re-
cently submitted samples to the chom-
verlain of the castle, There appears to
be an obj-ction to these fapsin Lhe
fuct that they make a slight humming
nolse, which causes the (Jueen much
avnoyauvcs, and which is & 1atal objec-
tion. The designs ure now being mod-
ified, and it i3 believel that when the
hummiog is removed the fans will be
adopted.
