Mipister Wu this morniog transmit-
ted to the State Department an appeal
to the powers from the viceroys ol the
proviness of Nauokio and Honano that
bo violence be shown the rulers cf
Chins and that they be shown respect
and put to no personal inconvesience.
They sssure (he powers that if this ap-
peal is granted they will see that quiet
and pence continue in their provinces
and that foreiguers are protected. On
the contrary, if the persons of the
Dowager Emprers sod the Emperor
are not respected, they fear that they
will not be able to keep the people in
restraiot, and that aparcby and dis-
order will follow, L

General Chaffesgeported Sunday bis
eotrance into Pekin but he has sent no
word regarding the doings within the
walls of the city, If the government of
the Empress Dowager i@ strong enough
to maintain order and satisfactory guar-
anlees ara given (he Lroops may be with-
drawn. In army cireles the sentiment
isall but unapimous that the troops
must be retained in China all winter Lo
preserve order. Arrangements are now
being prefected to provide them with
winter quarters. '

I'he Cibicet discns<ed the latest mes-
ange from Minister Conger at ite meet-
g to-day aud frawed ,a reply to the
sote of Li Hung Chaog that azked for
the cessation of hostilities and the ap-
pointment of & commission to frame
peace. I was decided to inform Li
the Viceroy that at present no peace
prvoys could be appointed by the
Unit-d #ate:, Tbe President is not
-atistied toat the conditions be et forth
in his reply to the request for media-
tion several weeks ago bave been com-
plied with., In sddition to that heie
1ot cartain 88 (o the dominant faction
in Uhina, and until he does know who
{sin power or what men or body of
men constitute the real government ol
the Eapire he will not be able to set
on foot sny measures caloulated to
bring about peace, It was decided to
leave the United States troops in Chioa
for the time being, future develop-
ments to guide the President as to
their disposition. At the same time it
was decided that no more troops would
be sent to Chins unless their need was
clearly evident. General Chaflee will
be left with a free hand to shape aflairs
a8 he io his judgment sees best.

Conger's message of today like the
others that have been received from
him, is without date. The extract that
has been made public, however, lodi-
cates that it was written on Auguet 15,
the day the allies arrived at Pekin, TIts
most sigpificant sentence is the etate-
ment that on the preceding night a final
desperate attempt was made to an-
vihilate the legations, In the part of
the message that has been suppressed,
for diplomatic reasong, Uonger presents
a direct indictment of the Chinese, He
charges the imperial authorities with
full responsibility for the Boxer out-
breaks, and for the attack on the lega-
tions There wasa strong eentiment
in administrative circles today that
only the retention of theforeign troops
for @ long period in China will serve to
preserve the rights and guarantee the
peace of forelgners there.

Minister Wu aod Acting Secretary of
State Adea teld their daily conference
tbis morning. Minister Wu stated
that he had no news from Pekiu, bat
he presented the advices received from
gouthern China, The assuravces of the
viceroys of Nanking and Hunpao that
tt ey would continue to protect foreign-
ers was received with undisguised sat-
isfaction, Rince the fall of Pekin the
fear has been entertsived that the io-
vasion of the sacred city might lead to
an uprising througbout China and a
reign of aparchy, During all the
troubles of the les'jmonth the pouthern
viceroys assumed responeibility for the
safety of toe foreigners, The respoosi-
bility was fully apheld. Their assur-
ance of continued protection to aliens
wives good promise for the future, The
statement of the viceroys that aparchy
will result if barm is done to the em~
prese or the emperor causes alarm,
I: is not considered probable that they
will fall into the hands of the allied
forces. Minister Wu was informed thet
an anewer to Li Hung Chang's request
for the appointment of a commiesioner
had not been completed, It is being
held open by the administration pend-
ing the receipt of full reports from
('nalfee and Conger, aod sn exchaoge
of views with the other powers. An
international conference will of course
he held to determine the punishment
to be visited vpon Chioa and the goar-
antee to be demanded for the fature,
but ite form has not even been roughly
outlined. Uotil last week everything
centered upoo the reliel of the lega-
tions. Nince they have been rescued
there have been no reports upon which
intelligent action can be based.

Mioister Conger will be ordered home,
While he bas made no request for leave
intimations have resched the Biate de-
variment that he 18 broken in health.
When he arrives in this country he will
either come to Washiogton or will be
placed in elose communication with the
Pregidest. The officials bere will there-
fore have the bepefit of his advice in
esrrylng oo negotiations relating ‘o Chi-
ns,  Commiggioner Rockhbill was due at
Yokobama this afternoon. A telegram
waa gent directing him to proceed with-
out delay to Pekin and represent this
country in the settlemen’ cf the Chinese
trouble,

The signal eorps of the army an-
nounced this morning that telegraphic
commuoication had been re-establizbed
with Pekin,

Governor Roosevelt left Washington
for New York this morniog, The Pres-
ident’s secretary accompanied him from
the White House to the etation. *'I
just dropped over to have a little talk
with the President,” eaid Governor
Roosevelt a few moments before he left,
*“The campaign ie nicely started and is
moving along eatisfactorily, I ehall
make a great many epeeches during
the campaign. The President and I
are in thorough accord, a8 my remarks

durlog the campaign will prove. A

week from Mondsy I expect to be in
Chicago.”

The State d ent was this morn-
ing notitied by the Turkish govern-
ment that SBhekib Bey has been ap-

pointed to succeed All Ferrouh Bey,
the present Turkish minister at Wash-
ington.

Private dispatches from Manila are
to the effect that in consequence of the
removal of some of the American troop?

WRECKED,

A terrific windstorm struck Sheboy-

san, Wis., yesterday, comiog suddenly

from the north. Eight large buildings

were completely wrecked and 200 zmall
houses were blown down, causing &
loss of §300,000,

At vooan it was dark as pight and in-
teosely bot. A few moments before 1
o'clock the storm broke, increasing io
force until it became a torosdo. Peo-
ple were thrown dowo and fences aou
signs burled bundreds of feet. Toe
gtorm, which raged for only 10 minutes
covered a territory two miles wide,

The street car barus were wrecked
and cars emashed to pieces, The
clectric wires were all blown down
The roof of the warehouse of the
Crocker Chair Company was blown of!
and thrown against the factory, wreck-
iog the building, The roof of tbe
Schrier Brewery was lifted from the
bailding and earried over 150 yards
The American Foldivg Bed Company’-
plant was demolished and the sheds i
the A, Kimball & Bons’ brickyards
were blown down., The steeple of the
Lutheran Cbhurch was blown down on
two residences, smashiog in the roofs.
The Fourth Ward sgechoolhouse was
wrecked and the plant of the Optenberg
& Bonveman Co., partially wrecked. No
one was killed.

The etorm did considerable damage
at Oshkcab, several bunildings being
hadly demaged.

The Capture of Fekin.

Paris, Aug. 21.—A digpatch {rom
Pekin dated Aug. 17 gives ine first
details of the capture of the city and of
the conditions witbin the capital. The
Russians occupied the first door of the
east gate on the morning of August 14,
contrary to the agreement of the allied
commanders, They failed to force the
sscond door, The British and Ameri
cans entered the gate nearest Lhe le-
gations at 2 o'clock the same aiternoon.
They met with ooly slight opposition.
The Japapese entered the upper east
gate st miduight on the 14:h, after bluw-
ing up the gate. They met with seri-
ous opposition, The people in the le
gation were well, says the dispateh, but
somewhat starved. Captain Myers in
command of the U. 8, marives, held
position on the walls until tbe
international forces compelled the
('ninese to retreast, In an iotervew
Minister Conger i8 quoted 88 saying:
“They tried to apnibilate ue the day
before you got in. Prince Ching, Pree-
ident of tne Chinese Foreigo office, sent
us word that his officers had received
orders to cease firing under pain of
desth. Neverthelees, at seven o’clock
on the evening of the same day, the
Chinese opened fire. Il the relievivg
column had not arrived when it did,
we should probably bave succumbed.
o eleven days over two thousand shells
tell among us. The Americans logt
seven marines killed and filteen wound-
ed. Ooe coild died,

“The whole movement is purely »
government one, Mr. Conger ir
allegad to have added. *Tne boxers
ate only a prelext as they bave po
guns, The leader of the Lmperial troop+
nere was the Empress’s covfidentialad-
vigor."”

Chefoo, Aug. 20.—Advices just re-
ceived from Pekin uoder date of Aug-
ust 15 say that the Russians advan-
ged and attacked Pekin independently
of tke other troops on Monday night,
the 13th. Scouiz gsent out by the
Amerlcans, British snd Japanese from
the camp near the city, on the 15h,
reported the conditions favorable for
attack and the Americans, British aund
Japanese immediately followed the
Russiaps against the city walls, The
attack by the allies was general and
the fizhting was at times severe bul
not desperate, The Japanese artil
lery drove the Chinese from the walle.
Part of the 14:h U. 8. Infantry, scaled
the outer wall o! the Fast gate and
planted the stars and stripes on the
summit. By Tuesday noon all the
troops were within the walls and the
legations bad been rescued, They had
been heavily bomberded by the Chinese
the day before, Today the allies arc
attacking the Tartar City into which
the imperial Chinese troops witbdrew
when the outer walls of Pekin were
forced. The casualties amoog the allies
s0 far are estimated a: 70 killed and
150 wounded.

Shanghai, Aug, 21, =Yuan Shang Ki,
the Governor of SBhan-Tupg and one o)
the most powerful of the Cbineee vice-
roys, is dead. Yuan Sbhaog Kiwa geo-
erally supposed to be friendly to foreign
arg though dispatches during the pres-
ent trouble have frequently reflected
on bis good faith, The manoer of his
death is pot efated,
