THE COLORED CONFERENCE,

Wednesday night's session of the
Virginia conferance of colored men at
Charlottesville was devoted to ad-
dresses, the appointment of variooe
commitless, and the preparation of an
appesl to the white men of Virgioia
which embodied the true object of the
gathering. The substance of thls was
simply & petition that the colored race
should not be digfranchised, or if an act
of disfranchisement were passed that it
should apply equally to the white and
colored races. The paper further urged
that the white men of the Btate aid the
colored people along all linee of true
development, eepecially from educa-
tional and moral standpoints,

The paper pleaded lor justice to the
vegro race. It was dispassionate in
toue and couched throughout in the
form of a petition rather than a “'de-
waod,” Politics, it was declared, had
nothing whatever to do with the gath-
ering, and the appeal was made to “the
intelligent white people of Virginia,"
repariless of party.

Although the couoterence seemed to
attract very little attention in Coar-
lottesyille, 1ts members from other por-
tions of ghe State seemed fairly repre-
sentative, About 100 delegates were
present,

lteporters were denied admittance to
the various sessions of the conference,
and it was impossible to get the pre
pared “address,” The plan seemed to
be to bave it *‘revised” and “correct-
ed,” aud then publish it in pamphlet
form for distribution tbroughout the
Htate.

The couference developed nothing
dramatic.

Pekin, Aug. 17.—The American
troops did gallant work in the capture
of the Imperial city on Monday. They
lost six killed and 18 wouanded inclad-
iug Captain Reilly. The battery threw
shells at the gate from an elevated po-
sition and a8 oon as the walls bad been
breached the 14th aod Oth U, 8. regi-
ments rushed through into the Imperial
city and Forbidden city sud penetrated
as far a8 the Purple (Imperial) palace,
The Gatling guns of the Americans diu
excellent work., ‘The Americans were
upassisted throughout the severest parl
of the flghting, though the Russians
came up later and took the places won
oy the Americans, ‘The latter were re-
called by order of Gen. Chatlee after s
conference between him and the other
commanders. At this conference all
exoept the Russian commander soreed
that it would be unwise Lo mtte  the
Imperial palace just now. It de-
cided that the aim of the expedi had
peen sccomplished and to awa  dvices
from the powers, The Ewpr:as ia be-
lieved certeinly to have tled before the
allies entered the city, but it is not
kvown whether the Emperor accom-
panied her. The Chinese on W ednes-
day fought stubbornly and well. They
nad excellent cover. The Japaness
troops who went 1o guard the north,
east uod west gates of the Imperial
city, after the Americans eotered, were
attacked by vhe Chinese and had forty
killed apd wounded. There is a big
fire in the Imperial city touight and it
looks as though the palace was burniog.

Shanghai, Aug, 23,—Fiodiog no oue
respousible in Pekin, the allies are
forming a provisional government, A
Chinen Fu telegram reports that Prince
I'uan has been captured, also the Dow-
ager Empress, who, after proceediog
one day’s journey from Pekio and fiad-
ing Tung Fuh Biapg's troops uncoo-
trollable, burning snd ravaging the
conntry, became terrified and turped
nack, Li Huog Chang coufirms the
report regarding the demoralized cou-
dition of the imperial troops.
