When the first one was married sev-
eral years ago, they held & mee iog and
sgreed that notlivg should separate
their friendehip, and the club shouid
pe c¢ontinued until death elaimed
them, Abou! three years ago the
firet one died sod, strauge enough, it
was the Hrat ove who wase married,
While leaniog over, locking in the wa-
ter, he fell overbpard, and was crushed
to death by & boat. Violent death
gince then has curried them away in
rapid suecession,
Oaly & week later one of the group
was thrown from a borse aod Killed,
I'wo of them were gunning the follow-
ing year, aod one shot the other, in-
flictiog wounds that proved fatal, The
yue that did tbe shooting was himesel:
