Thersa has never been a more pic-
(uresque OF queerer character than
“Tom" Mackey, He fought i the
Nicaraguan, Mexican and civil wars,
and boaste that he wrote the copstitn-
tion of the prospective republic of Niea
ragoa on & drum head, In 1870 be
drifted back to South Carolive from
Texas, weariog buckskin breeches,
joined the radicals and was elecied
circuit judge withio & few months after
he wius sdmitied to the bar, He made
pis law to suit conditions ag he went
along and was sbout the “slickest” ar-
ticle that ever sat on the beoch. Noth-
ing pleased him more than to have s
oouriroom full of people rosriog with
laughter st his charges sud commen's
While an Alderman in Charlotte be ex-
ohanved revolver shots with his cousio,
E. W. Mackey, across the Couuci
Uhamber while the nody was in session
aod fouglt a street duel with a news-
paper reporter. When the ‘white
people rose in 1876 he promptly flop-
ped over to them and signalized bis
conversion by galloping tbrough the
streets of Edgefield—where he was the:
nolding court—wesring a red ehirt and
astride of & red steer. It was his de-
light in that esmpaign to display whai
he called his ‘‘arguments,” coosisting
of four large revolvers and a Bowie
koife whien be carried constantly, He
18 the man who said the re,ublican par-
ty bad seven principlea—five loaves and
two fishes—and who described Frauk
Mos=es a8 the only surviving direct de-
scendant of the impenitent thiefl. He
nad a8 bright 8 wit and eallous a con-
~cience as nuy man ever carried, and a-
judge would do anytbing to oblige s
friend.

He has been drifting about the world
twenty years, mott brilliant of Bohem-
ia08, enconnlering adventures, matri-
monial and otherwise, which would fill
a dozen books, He wrote for one ol
the magezives a history of George
Washington which made old South
Carolins eay that it was a wonder that
the life of the man who couldo’t tell »
iio should be written by a man who
oouldn’e tell the truth,

It the Judge would devole his re-
maining years to writing an antobi-
ography he would produce s work which
wouid live. His sense of humor I8 as
strong a8 bis sense of moral obligation
is weak, sod that is sayiog a great deal
for bis seoee of humor.—[Richmond

gevelop this nationsl Chinese moves
ment, It bodes no good to the reet of
the world, but China will be seting
within ite right and will carry through
a pational programme,
