H· had climbed only about
twenty-five feet !hou«h, wben hid com¬
panion near the top shonted, "Look
out, I am coming down."
Moore said be heard a noise as

though somebody was slipping on the
iron and then be was suddenly struck
on tbe bead by tbe faiiioK body. He
managed to keep his hold on tbe iron
bars. It was quite dark, but be realized
what bad happtued, and hurried to the
ground, wbere he found Brokaw, wbo
bad remained standing below, benditi«!
over the prostrated form.

Medical aid was summoned as soon
as possible, but Naeh's ueck bad been
broken and he bad been instantly
killed. Nasb failed to enti r college as
a freshman last ¡September, but he has
been studying bard since and bad re¬
cently passed a number of examina¬
tions so tbat his enrollment in Febru¬
ary was assured. He w.ih popular
among tbe first year men. Word was
sent to bis home last night.

occurred. It was formerly the custom
for the freshmen each vearto climb tbe
structure and then, being lowered from
tbe top by ropes, to paint theia numer¬
als oo tbe sides. Tbe accident, ye ter-
day however, was not connected with
ihe custom.
