THE NEW GARBAGE SYSTEM.
The dieposal of garbage under the
new system that ia being inaugurated
In the Distriet of Columbia i3 about to
go ioto effect, By the new eystem the
garbage will be carried to SBoow Hill,
near (Qusotico, where a crematory
ia located, and w:ll there be reduced by

the new method. The adoption of the
uew system grew out of the endless
compleinia made to the commissioners
of the oftensive odors arising, frsi,
from tbe presence of the gar 'age ecows
to the barbor and river, and, io the
g:cond place, from the exposure of the
futid matter on the eurface of the ground
o Prince Georges county,Md., opposite
this city. Tbestench from the garbage
tarm wase represeuted to the Commis-
gloners of toe Districi ae being very
ofleneive to the citizens of Alexandria.
The plao of operation 18 to eolleot the
«urbage in the steelbox wegons which
are now goiog the rounds of the city.
The boxes are fited with iron covers
aod woeo filled will be taken to the
wharf or Lo toe railroad, lified from the
wagoon sod placed on the scow or the
car without beiog emptied, A pew
box 18 theo placed oo the wagon and it
¢oes on wiith ite colleciions, Until the
crematory ig completed the boxes wiil
be empiied down the river where they
will be traneported on board scows.
After the crematory is io operation the
noxes will be unioaded and placed on
flst cars on New Jersey aveuue south
weet and transported by rall to Qaso-
ico, where they will be unlosded apd
tha contents reduced in crematories.
Ihe process is a combiustion of heat and
chemical action, in which the grease is ex-
tracted by tho use of beuzime snd is one of
the msrketable remdoes derived from ‘the
renditlon of garbage, Other commercial re«
idoes are ferv'lizer and ove or two minor Li-
producte, Fo far as Washingtou is concerned
tho new system is slready in operation, but
for & few weeks the disposal of the garbage
will be by the old methods, while the crema-
tory is being Anished.
