Tbe sleek and well groomed gray rat Is,
barring the ordinary baldness of his
tail, quite as pretty and graceful a

creature as the squirrel, and there Is no

reason why we should not become so

much accustomed to the appearance of
bis tail that in time we should regard it
aa quite ornamental."

In a paper to the Anthropological In¬
