BENATE.

The prayer of the chaplain wes di-
regted to the senior Beoalor from New
York, Mr, Platt, He asked that It
might be the divive will Lhat his wife
who 18 seriously ill be restored to full
health, while azking that the husband
and children might be upheld in their
deep sorrow,

A letier was read [rom [ord Paunce
fote, the British ambaszador, scknowl-
edging receipt of the resolutions passed
by the Benate on QQueen Victoria and
sxprecelog his “'slncere gralitude” for
such tribute to her late majesty. He
anoonnced that he had communicated
the resolution to his governmant.

The oredectials of Benator-slect
Borobam, of New Hampsbire, were
presented by Mr, Chaodler,

President pro tem, Frye annouaced
the appsintment of & committee cor=
sistiog of Messrs, Hanoa, Spooner and
Jones to repressnt the Beoale for the in-
auguration of Prigident McKinley., He
sl:0 appoiot+d Senators Chandler and
Caffery torepresent the Benate at the
countiog of the electoral vole in the
hall of the House next Wednesday.
Sanator Teller called up his resolu-
tlon requesting Information from the
Saoretary of War as to the reasona for
tha deportation [rom Manila of George
T. Rice, editor of the Daily Bulletin, of
that place, and proceeded to address
the Benate upon it, Mr, Teller inglat-
#d thset the deportation was a tlow at
American liberty and without any au-
thority of law, “I make no apology,”
aaid the Ssoator from Calorado, “if this
were the last day and the last bour of
Cangress aond all the appropriation bills
were waitiog actioo, yet would I stand
here sod cry out against such usurpa-
tion of power,"”

At the conclusion of Mr, Teller's re-
msrk’s the resolution was adopted.
The Bensta then resumed coosidera-
tion of the D striet of Columbia appro-
priation bill,

At the conclusion of the morning
business:, Mr, Allison asked unavimous
coosent that the unfinished bu:ioees,
the ship sabeidy bill, be tempo..rily
|aid aside, and consideration of ibo Dis-
trict of Columbia appropriation bill
contioued,

Mr, Jones,of Arkansas, objected, Ha
#aid that if it was the intention of the
republican msjority to keep this bill in
its place to the de‘riment of the appro-
priation bill, and g3 & mepacs to other
lsgislation, the country should know it.
Inasmuch as the time was= short for
the transaction of business, and as the
ship subsidy bill would have to go to
the House, it scemed to him to bs the
intention to force 1-gislation because at
the lagt moment any iniquitons measare
wntroduced might be pushed through
the House,

Upon a vote the subsidy bill was dis
placed in favor of & pending appropris-
tion bill, It can now only be restored
to its poeition as unfinished business by
a msjority vote,

Friends of the measure claim that
there is a majority always ready to re-
atore the bill to ita place sa the vofin.
jabed business, They say that toduy’s
action is merely to test the good faith
and hooesty of the democrats, The
democrats have been urgiog appropria-
tion bills ehould be considered and pase-
ed. It iaaleo claimed that the subsidy
bill will be taken up agaio tomorrow in
case the appropriation bill is still un-
finished. An attempt i3 to be wade to
consider the war revenue biil daring
the first two bours of each daily session,
