As stated in yesterday's Gazetle the
blg dam acroee the river Nile bag b.en
completed,

From the ages of the dypasties of
ghepberd kiugs and Pharsohs a “low
Nile” or a *‘high Nile"” has meant
dearth or plenty in Egypt. Io propor-
tion a4 the river spread its fertilizing
waters in flood time aloog its bauks
the crap ol (he season was assured. 1i
for oue or more years io eucoeseion its
volame fell sncrt famine stared the peo-
pla in the fare,

Imperisl Rome depended largely on
the granaries of Euypt for the daily
tirend o! her popuisc, but in her great
couktruoiive deys gbe failed 1o jusare
ton gonstancy of supplies in graln aud
other producis of Egypi’s soil which ie
confidontiy snucipsted by the sp
prosching regulation of the rise und fall
of the auvclent river,

Juat two years have passed eince the
foundation stoue of the grest Nile dam
al Asgouan was lald, Tt was bedded on
# bigh portion of solid rock and was
placed by the Duke of Coonaughr,
Actoss the river which is a mile
broad there, the massive wall bas
been steadily built up of ashler granite,
weldiog togetber the rocks which form
the dapgerous First Ostarsct. The
length of the dam is about 6,000 feet.
Ita strength hed to be desigoed so hold
in ¢ serve for purposes of irrigation a
gr-al ma:s of water,

When the river ia io flood its waters
will gush through the masgive eluice
goles. In the aulumn months the
glnice gates will he closed untll the
reservolr thus formed is fall and ready
10 be distributed by chanoels over the
sgricaltarsl land oo each side. When
e waler iv most wanted (o Auius!
anid April) for the crops of corn, sugar,
entton ned rice the supply lo the lower
river will be inpcressed from \he reser-
volr, nud thus & lsirly even supply of
water will be efforded throughount the
year. A cspal with pumeroua locks is
to bs conatructed to give paesage Lo the
Nl eteamers and other traflic,
Commercially the value of the dam to
Ervitinthe luture'can hardly be estis
wa'ed., I8 immediate effect, accord-
jog to the Egyptian Government's
sngincer, will be to bring under cultiva-
tion 600000 additional acres of land.
Thisis in addition to puttiog osrtaiv
disiricts and levals beyond the ordioary
riska of flood and dronght, An area of
5 000 000 acres, now in faic caltive loo,
will be couverted into laud of the firal
ellicleve, in cror-prodocing qualities
Over the whole areasir William Garstin,
tle Seoretary of State lor Public Works,
believes the value of eumimer crops will
be fnereesed by #e much ae §50 an sere.
Eaypl's resources for growiog corn and
colton il thua be lmmensely enbanced
s d are likely to bring ber forward as
 competitor in the world’s markete,

From the englnsering poiot of view
the etupendous peture i the under-

akiog will be realz:d from the
effect it will bava of creatiog
oractically a lake 144 milea long

impounding wore than 1,000,000 000
ons of water, At some periods of the
year, 't i eaid, 900,000 tons a wipute
will gued through tbe eluices, The
dam will raise the river about 86 leel
above Its usual previous level, It is
broad encugh for & carriage road to run
along its top,

Nowhere elge in the Nile valley, raye
Sir Benjamin Baker, who has carried
out the work, were to be found sucn
advantages of site, sound rock, pumer-
ous wlands and ehallows in which to
work. Tne openivgs of the sluices are
to be lined with cast iron one and
a-half luches thick, so na eflcctually to
gusrd agains: the destruction from the
copstant impaot of large volumes of wa
ter at bigh velocfty. The widln of the
base of the dam has been made such
that the pressure on the solid granite
maronry will be lesa than tbhat oo aoy
of the other great dama of the world,
