Tbe principal
reison assigned for this alleged prob-
aoility ie that th« President has told
lea ling republican Congressmen very
recently that he does not Bee bow an

extrt session can well be avoided.
He takes the ground that as Coogreee
declared war against Spaio, on ac¬

count of the misgovemment of Cuba,
aod also declared by law the policy
that after expelling the Spanish author¬

ity from Cuba the inhabitants of the
inland should be allowed to frame their
own government aod that the Ameri*
nao forcee should be withdrawn eo soon

as entablo and satisfactory government
should he created, it follows that Con¬

gress ought to say whether these con¬

ditions have been fulfilled or not, and
whether the new Cuban government i l

a satisfactory one or not. Tbere is no
doubt of tbe faot that in administration
circles tbere is a strong sense of disap¬
pointment at the outcome io Cuba.
It is evident so far tbat the work cf tbe
Cuban convention discloses no grati¬
tude to this country and no adequate
provision for future relationa, but a

manifest purpose to ignore all special
Interests of the United States. The po¬
sition will be an embarra ing one for

the administration if after all its ex¬

penditure of blood and treasure, and a

long period of nursing, pupilage and
instruction, tbe relations of this coun¬

try to Cuba are no better than they
were before. Mr. McKinley doubtless
would like to have Congress relieve
bim of tbe responsibility of dealing
with the Cuban question, but it isn't
likely that be will call an extra session
of that body, especially as hi« strongest
supporters in it do not want him to
doso.

The Seaboard railroad put up

$125.000 to be forfeited to the State if it

The sum of two hundred aod fifty
thousand dollars, it is now proposed,
shall ba appropriated by Congress (or a
memorial statue of General Qrant, to

be erected in Washington. The pro-
fefmd friends of Alexandria in Wash¬
ington lor years past, have said they
would p.trive to bave Congress make
an appropriation for a bridge
across the Potomac at Arlington, as a

memorial not only to General Qrant,
butto other men who took prominent
parts in the war between tbe States.

WianlmtiO·. February 19.
The Senate commutée on naval af¬

fairs today ordered a favorable report
on Mr. Hale's bill reviving the grade ol
vice admiral and authorizing the Presi¬
dent to appoint two rear admirals to
that grade, thus providing for the
promotion of Sampson aod Scbley. Mr.
Hale in making the report asked that
it be immediately considered. Mr.
Pettigrew objected and tbe bill went to
tbe calendar. Tbe committee report¬
ed favorably all of tbe naval nomina¬
tions recently sent in by tbe President
o reward tbe officers in the Santiago
campaign, wi'b tbe exception of those
of Sampson and Scbley. The resolu¬
tion offered by Mr. Hale to give tbe
thanks of Congress to Ihe officers aod
meo wbo served la tbe Santiago naval
campaign and destroyed Cevera's fleet
wr»s reported adversely. Tbis action
was taken because it bas become ap¬
parent that it would meet with opposi¬
tion from tbe friends of Scbley who in¬
sist tbat he as well aa Sampson should
be thanked by name.
Tbe situation in China conenmed

most of the time at tbe cabinet meeting
today. Secretary Hay advised that the
only safe course for tbe United States
to purtue was lo refrain Irom entering
iolo alliances with other powers tbat
make demands upon China tbat that
country cannot pciMoibiy oomply witb.
The cabinet agreed witb tbe Secretary
of State and the other powers will be
informed by cole that they need not
look to this country for assistance in a
blood or territorial campaign. Qen.
Chaffee will also be informed of tbe
cabinet's decision tbat he may govern
himself accordingly. The question of
lgislation for Cuba was also discussed,
the Preeident informing his advisers
that be still deemed the problem of
the greatest importance and intimating
that as he sees the situation now an ex¬
tra session of Congress is unavoid¬
able. All tbe members of tbe cabinet
left the meeting with small black wal¬
nut canes in their bands, that were
sent tbem by four gentlemen living at
Harrison township, Macon county, 111.,
who made affidavit to the fact tbat tbey
were cut from a tree that grew upon
the old farm of Abraham Lincoln.
Tne river t. tl harbor bill was report»

ported to the Senate today. Accom¬
panying was the following statement:
''The bill as it came to tbe Senate ap-
propriattd $22,71)2,711 for expenditure
during tbe fiscal year ending June 30,
1002, and authorized continuing con¬
tracts for the completion or prosecution
of certain improvements to be paid for
by future appropriations amounting to
137,142,704. Tne grand total was
therefore $59,935,415. In tbe bill as re¬

ported to the Senate these totals arcare
follows: For the fiscal year ending
June 30, 1902, $21, 598,830; amount of
continuing contracts authorized $28,·
565,696; total r'->u,ltJl,526. This pute a
reduciion of appropriations amounting
to $1,193,881 ami of authorized con»
tracts in the sum of $8,651,264.

It ia reported tbat representations
have been made by this government to
Germany protesting against Count von
Waldersee's projected expedition either
to Siuganfu or through Chili province.
Similar representations are said to have
been made to tbe other powers inter¬
ested. Whether General Chaffee and
Mr. Conger will be ordered to with¬
draw from China, provided this gov¬
ernment's alleged protects against the
advanoe are unavailing, will be deter¬
mined at today's Cabinet. It is point¬
ed out tbat the atl'tude of China is not
defiant. A nition so disorganized as
China at tbe present time cannot act
witb promptitude and all we can de¬
mand of it is that it do its best under
tbe circumstance*. To make armed
reprisals upon helpless China now
would seem very much the act of a

bully. The theory advanced in some
quarters that Von Waldersee's an¬
nouncement of the proposed expedition
is merely a bluff to frighten the Chi¬
nese government into early compliance
with the demands of tbe pqwers does
not have many adherents. Were it only
bluff tbe State department would not
be so wrought up over tbe affaire as it
appears to be. Il is believed tbat Min»
ister Conger's dispatches yesterday set
at rest any doubts as to tbe seriousness
of the Gorman commander's intentions.
Congressman Grosvenor, of Ohio,

was asked yesterday if be would call
tbe Ojio delegation to consider the in¬
vitation to be the guetta of San Fran¬
cisco at the launching of tbe Ohio in
May. "Not until the question of an
extra session bas been decided," be
replied. Today he said : "There will
be no extra session." He bas called a
meeting of the delegation for tomorrow.
Saturday morning last two men, se*

verely injured, were brought here from
the Virginia Midland junction, Va.

The President is aaid to be yielding

to argumenta of the leading republican
tSenatore and Representatives and will
probably abandon his intention of call¬
ing an extra session of Congress. With¬
in the last twenty-four hours the posi¬
tion of the President had been assailed
by denators with such success tbat it
can bo asserted that Mr. Mc¬
Kinley ie wavering. The argu¬
ment tbat produced tbis eflect is based
on tbe recent dec .-ion of tbe Supreme
Court of the United States in the Neely
case and is that Congress oannot legis¬
late for Cuba, our relations with tbat
island being exclusively for executive
determination subject to the approval
of the Senate after they bave been
drafted into the form of a treaty.
It bas decided friejuently In tbe
coarse ot tbe history ot tbis coun¬
try that the President has tbe
sole right to reoognize when a stable
government baa been established in a

foreign county. When Congress pro¬
posed bef.re the war with Spain to paee
a resolution recognizing tbe indepen¬
dence of Cuba it was shown that tbat was
a purely executive function. Congress
had no right to interfere. This was
tbe position of tbe President then, it
now comes back to bother him when he
wants to divide responsibility.
Senator Martin being asked today if

he would be a candidate for delegate to
tbe constitutional convention in his
State, said he would not be; that there
were plenty of men in Albemarle, bis
county, who could well and ably rep¬
resent tbat county in tbe convention,
and he thought they should bave a

chance, and that he had plenty of work,
as Senator, to keep him busy.
Some of the Virginia members oi the

Housa who voted some days ago
against giving tbe Southern Railway
Company $178,000 for a fast mail
through tbeir own State, and, a short
lime before, against a bill allowing tbe
Pennsylvania Railroad Company to
build a new bridge across the Potomac
near tbe Long Bridge, yesterday voted
to give uve million dollars to a fair in
St. Louis, Mo.
Tbe bill for changing the grades of

tbe Pennsylvania Railroad Company in
Washington city and authorizing: it to
erect a new railroad bridge, and also a

carriage bridge, across the Potomac bas
been signed by tbe President and ie
now a law.
Representatives Rhea of Virginia and

Brownlow of Tennessee, who live in
adjoining districts, will ask Speaker
Henderson to allow the bill to sanction
tbe action of their State in dividing tbe
town of Bristol, which bill has been fa¬
vorably reported by the House judiciary
committee, to be taken up at an early
date.
Some of the members of tbe ex-Con¬

tho Hoffman Hotel. Mr«·. Breckenridge
is 25 years of age, and is a vivacloiia
brunette with many accomplishments.
De Cordova denied that bo ever act¬

ed improperly with Mrs. Breckenridge.
BreckeDridge, it is alleged, has (¡led a
bill for divorce against his wife.
Julian De Cordova is a Spanish

gentleman by descent. He is some 50
years of age. Tbe marriage of Mr. De
Cordova to a daughter of the lateTbos.
Dana was a notablo society event. Mr.
Dana died some six years ago, leaving
as sole trustee for his entire estate,
worth millions, Mr. De Cordova, bin
son-in-law.

REX ARRIVF«S IN NEW ORLEANS.
Amid a thunder of cannon and a rosr

Hne was a widow witb a son 16 years
old when the King met ber. As Mme.
Draga Muschio, tbe Queen was tbe
Lady in Waiting and companion of Al¬
exander's mother, tbe ex-Queen Nata¬
lie. Last July tbe government was
thunderstruck by the appearance of a

proclamation announcing the approach¬
ing; mummie of tbe King and Mme.
Maschin. The oiioistry promptly re¬
signed and for a time a political up¬
heaval was threatened.
