palled to sit in the rain and bave their
new and splendid uniforms spoiled,
doubtless have even a worse opinion cf

the shirt oleeve diplomacy of this oouc
try than they previously entertained.
But tbey should know that all Aroeri-
cics are kings, or, at least, imagine
themselves to bo, especially when in
be r or liquor, and tbat when assembled
in crowds they hive no respect for any

body, not even for themselves, and grab
at, and fight for, every thing in eight;
Irdeed that tbe quality of respect is a

lost feeling in this conntry, uniese a

hVW is to be asked, when its place is

supplied by cringing and contemptible
subserviency. But such a condition is

ooly natural in a conntry in which
every man is taught to believe tbat he
is the equal of every other man, and

by nature designed to be.

The Chinese government, that is the
government recognized by tbe people
of China, has rtquested the foreigners
who bave seized, burned, and looted
their capital city, and outraged its

women and murdered ile men, to make
no more raids upon its peaceful citizens,
lo let the Chinese troops punish tbe
Boxers, and to prevent native Christians
from making exorbitant claims for
damage?. But moderate as this request
may be, it has been refused by the allied
nrmy. Poor old China! It is feared
that tbe end of her greatness is in sight,
and that tbe general degeneracy of the

world has even pervaded her walled in

territory and demoralized her people.
That weather prophets are no more

reliable than any other sort, wee demon¬
strated last Monday. 8cience is un¬

doubtedly a great thiog, but iu tbe ex

perience of every observing man it has
also proved tobe a great humbug, in

medicine, architecture, military and
naval »flairs, and indeed, in almost
every thing else to which it has ap¬
plied. Rain, snow and wind, and
Bunsbine and lowering clouds come and
leave wben they will, and, now as ever,
no man can (ell whence they come or

whither they go. But though the
weather bureau is enormously expen¬
sive, it must be maintained for the sake
of its many employee-.
And now even this country's new

ally ii? going to retaliate upon it for Ita
high tarili, and will commence by im¬

pania* a duty on sugar. It did tbe best
it could for its people by insisting as

long as possible upon free trade, but
a·; taie country bas increased the tariti
on British products, it baa bean com¬

pelled to retort in kind. The working-
men of the United States will be the
chief suflerers; but they showed by their
votes lour months ago tbat tbey don't
care, and as they don't, why should
aoybody eist?

In the parliamentary governments
of Europe, grants to tbe rulers are made
for redress of grievances, but in tbe
United States, Congress not only makes
grants to President McKinley with¬
draw any redress of grievencts, but
actually confers upon him tbe power to
increase those grievances. He is not

only empowered by Congress to exer¬

cise the authority of an emperor in Cuba
aod tbe Pnilippinee, but the taxes upon
his own people are increased to pay
the unnecessary expense of bis need¬
less wars.

The dabkness tbat pervaded tbe
streets and alleys of this city Monday
night, and tbe reason assigned for it, as

stated in yesterday's Gazette, prove
tbat ic Alexandria, as -every where else,
public business is carried on, not for tbe
good cf tbe publio, but f >r that of those
by whom it is conducted. But it is only
human tbat tax-ea'ere, when they can

do so with immunity, should consider
their own pleasure, rather than that of
the contemptible taxpayers.

As tbe hands of the Senate clock
pointed to the hour of 12 and the blind
chaplain wa-< about to pronounce tbe
invocation, Vice President Roosevelt
appeared with quick strides from the
lobby. Applause swept over the Sen¬
ate from the crowded galleries. One
stride teak tbe new Vice President to
the table wbea with one hard rap with
the gavel, he sharply announced "if
there ia any applause or disturbance

tbe Sergeant-at-Arme will clear tbe
galleries.

Silence fell upon the chamber. Tbe
Chaplain's prayfr was devoted to call-
ine down divine benediction upon the
family of the junior Senator from Ala-
bam ? (Mr. Pettui·), In the death of their
oldeet eoo. The new President of tbe
Senate was the cynosure of hundreds
of eyes. Tbe galleries were taxed to
their utmost capacity, and if tbe new

presiding officer noticed the scores of
opera glasses pointed at him he gave no

outward exhibition of it. Clad in black,
with tbe only color coming from the
bright red stripe in bis teck-tio, Mr.
Roosevelt stood stern and silent during
tbe discussion as to tbe rights of tbis
ex raordinarv session to cot si der other
than executive business. His ruling
were delivered in a firm but not loud
tone, as if delivered by one who recog¬
nized tbe fact that there were limita
tiyns to bis knowledge of parliamentary
law as operated in the United State.i
Senate. The hum from many voices
that came from floor and galleries
caused annoyance, as his face gave evi¬
dence, but tbe only indication givon
was repeated rapplngs on tbe table with
the small ivory gavel, which he handled
familiarly.
Tbe galleries presented a ecene of

Killed in a Duel..John Wilson
Durant, of New York, who had been
living for the past two years in Paris
with his mother at the Hotel Lafonde
Tremolile, has been killed at Ostenti in
a duel with a Russian count.
