DEMOCRATIC COMMITTEE.

A ealled meeting of the city demo-
cratic committee was held last pight in
the chamber of the Board of Aldermen.
There v ere present Meaars, O, F, Carter
cheirman, Mr, G, L. Boothe secretary,
Messrs, Doble, Price, Deemond, Penn,
end Summers. FSeversl of the demo-
cratic candidates for office snd a num-
ber of speciators were also present,

Mr, Carter siated that tbe meeting
had bzen called st the request of sev-
eral business men who bad ssked for a
posiponement of the primsry. He bhad
told them that if they couid get the
consent of the candidates he would
sgree to a postponement, Later he
had been informed that all the candi-
datee bad sgreed to a postponement
and be had called the mesting to take
action,

Mr. Boothe moved that the chairman
ol the business men’s committee be al-
lowed to present their request.

Mr. Caton said, repressnting a com-
mittee of & number of busioess men, he
appeared before the democratic commit-
ten to s 8% a postponement of the primary
till the 23d or 20.b inat, Toeir ressons
were that they wished time to induce
olber business men Lo become candi
dates for Conocil and to give an oppor-
tuuity to the people to select from a
larger number of candidates to repre-
sent them in Council, He bad inter-
viewed the caodidates for the salaried
offices and so far as he knew npone of
them was opposed to a postponement,
Another question to be presented, was
the manuner of votlog; he wished the
comumittee to require each ballot to con-
