Iiwas found
that a stab wound sbout three-quartera
of an ioch in length, situated to the
right of the breast bone, and on a level
with tre Bfih rib, bad been ivflicted.
[EBxamination of the beart showed it
0 pulsate very feebly. The radical
artery and carolids were absolutely
ouleeless, Further examioation of the
wound showed that it passed directly
into the heart and its bleediog cccurred
from that organ, Iocisions were made
wnd the heart exposed for an opera-
ion, The patient ceased to breatbe
«wvyersl times, eo that it was necetsary
to resort to srtificial respiration sod
siimulation, This irregular breathing
continued until the pericardium waa
opeped and restriction of the heart re-
ieved by the removal of clots of blocd
from the pericardium. The beartthen
negan to act powerfully sad the pulses
from the various arteries could easily be
discerned, The heari's action was free
and it was noticed that the right ven-
tricle bad been plerced. A penetrating
incised wound mbout ove-third of an
ineh in leogth was found. Bleeding
from the hesrt at this time wae qat
rapid and the patient lost considerable
blocd, Tracsfusion was resorted to
and & quart of saline solution wae intro-
duced 1nto the veios to replace the loit
bloocd, The futurs were applied, three
belng necessary Lo secure the wound.
fhe pericardicm apd the exteroal
wounds were theo closed, The opsra:
tion was performed in about twenty-
dve miountes.”
