Appréhension SuiuiDKB .The fears

entertained yesterday of a disastrous
rise in the tide at this place have beeo
allayed, aod it ia now believed that al
daoger from this source is over. Tbe
titi-· last night failed to reach tbe
high-water mark of yesterday, although
it wss sill far above tbe normal, as

was that of th's morning. The mer¬

chant«, as has been their custom si ooe
the high tides of 1839 (the je»r of the
Johnstown flood), took all precautions
for an emergency, and apart from the
damage to wharves no serious loss bas
resulted. Tbe receding waters have
made a qaagmire of the Strand, and
wonuiderable iocooveoieoce is experi¬
enced by those engaged in business
about the wharves. There is much mud,
and in localities where the high water
prevailed everything is in chaos. Io a

few days, however, the Strand will as-
lume Its former aspect. There is still
considerable current In the river, aod
much drift wood is borne down from
abovo.

Fhh..The receipts from fish are
still light, in consequence of the weath¬
er, and prices hold their own. Tbe east
wim'i- and tbe current in the river bave
almost brought operations to a stand¬
still down tbe river, the swelling wa¬
ters forcing the fish which bad made
their way well up the river on to the
il «te and creeks. Hence the catches in
this vicinity bave beeo about sufficient
to meet tbe light demand in oonso·
quenco of the high prices. Much of
toe fishing season proper has passed,
and there is some anxiety on the part
of those engaged in tbe business as tbe
days advance._
