Until
we ate able to say positively just bow
much waste there is, however, we can¬

not speak with authority as to what
studies we sball aod sball not be able to
introduce into tbe elementary school
oouree from tbe standpoint of rinse,

My estimate is that about 40 per cent,
ot tbe entire school time, or over three

years out of eight, may be put down as

wasted in tbe depanment of tbe three
Re alone, and tbat tbe elimination of
waste In tbe formal studies would of
Itself give the scboole an opportunity of
doing in other lines more tban twice as

much as they are doini* today.
"The wasted and pqiandered time

might be better employed in gymnastic
exercise. Ab a matter of fact student*
are more proficient, it seems, in schools
Where the three Rs are less taught than
tbe others, probably because tbey work
with more zest when not wearied by
Inoeismt exercises.".[N. Y. Sun.
