Confkdbkatb Memorial Day .
Again Memorial Day'has come and gone
and an appreciative people gathered
yesterday evening on tbe spot, where,
forty years ago, (be Sower of Alexan¬
dria's manhood bade farewell to their
oity, to cast tbeir lot with the Confeder¬
acy, and in the service;« held ia tbeir
honor around the monument paid a

tribute to the memory of toe brave
men who wore tne gray, and who are

now awaiting tbe great Master call
that will amenable them on beavene
eternal camping ground. Tbe exercises
were not as elaborate au some on form¬
er occasions, but were equally as im¬
pressive, for tbe "thin gray line" that
marobed in honor of tbeir oomrades
showed many gap·, and many familiar
faces in previous parades were m sting
from their ranks. A? stated in yester¬
day's Gazotte, tbe members of tbe Camp
and the ladies of tbe Auxiliaries earlier
in the day visited the various ceme¬

teries and strewed with flowers the
graves of the Confederate dead. L iter
tu tbe day the Confederate Monument
and roouod in thin city was also beau¬
tifully decorated.
At five o'clock Lee Camp, escorted

by tbe Drum Corps and tbe Alexandria
Light Infantry proceeded through the
principal streets of the city according to
tbe programme published on Thursday,
and at six o'clock baited at tbe monu¬
ment where the services were held.
The monument was beautiful, guoe,

being stacked on the grass plot sur¬

rounding it, and the Stars and Bars
being draped over tbem. Tbe bronza
vases newly plaoed around tbe granite
inclosure were filled with palms, ami
the base of the monument was buried
beneath banks of flowers. A sin¬
gle bunch of calla lilies at the
feet of the lone soldier added
greatly to the effect. The ser¬
vices were as follows: Hymn by cboir
composed of Missis Sulnvan, Graves,
Pollard and Astryke, and Messrs.
Joseph F. Rsdgers and W. C. Mills.
Prayer by Rev. Kerry man Green; muRic
by drum corps; oration by Rev. E. V.
Regester. His address was short, forci¬
ble and excellent and he was heartily
applauded at different point-. He
¦poke of tbe devotion of the Confeder¬
ate soldier to bis cause, country and
leaders, and of how when bis fltg wee

furled forever, be stood like tbe atatue
"Appotnattox," facing h.s native lard
and with tbe future a blank before him,
but witb a stout heart and a firm de¬
termination to make the best of what
fate had foreordained, The cadete who
stood at New Market, the speaker said,
were worthy sons of the men who
charged at Gettysburg, and with tbe
Confederate soldiers in war and in de¬
feat for examples, the South ehould
raise generations second to none in his¬
tory.

Alter the oration, a dirge was ren¬
dered by tbe drum corps, while the
march was resumed to Christ Church
where tbe mound was elaborately
decorated. A hymn was there sung by
the Children of the Confederacy. Three
vollics were then fired by tbe Ligbt In¬
fantry, and taps closed tbe exeicises
sacred to our Confederata soldiers.
Long may the memery of tbeir brave

deeds live and long may tbe Southland
pay bonor to its soldiers who battled
so nobly for it, during those four long
years of '61-65.
The parade, waa participated in by

Lee Camp, under command of Com¬
mander Gorman: tbe Alexandria Light
Infantty.underCapt. James E. Kioe.and
the Alexandria Drum Oorpa. Tbe par¬
ade was headed by Capì. Thomas Perry,
chief marshal, and his aides, Messrp.
George H. Robinson and M. L. Price, jr.

"R-Lica.".Thia city has always been
noted for relien and ghosts of by-gone
day». When tbe old Alexandria Mu-
eeum «as in operation a number of genu¬
ine curiosities were exhibited, most of
them suggestive of colonial days or of
{Washington and Lafayette. Apart
< from these tbe genuineness of which
none disputed, the hatchet with which
Washington cut his father's cherry tree

j was a well-known relic, and later the
club witb which (?? killed Abel was
an object of interest. Since the de-
structton of the old Market Honse and
with it tbe mes _m, the Brsddock
House seems to be the depository of
curiosities, some of which are, if genu
ine, intere'liog to contemplate, and
they are said to cast visitors into solil¬
oquie· akin to those experienced by
Mark Twain when be stood at the grave
of Adam. It is said that visitors are

taken to a cellar and shown hooka,
bracee and other instrumente of torture
which tbey are told were used io olden
times in Alexandria on obdurate slaves.
The stranger, knowing no better, leaves
witb impr»s-ons similar to tioee pro¬
duced in the Tower of London or in a

Venetian museum »fer one has inspect¬
ed tbe cruel contrivances of medieval
days. Tbat tbe "curiosities" in the
shape of "nigger" hooks need oloee
examination must ba apparent to all
Alexandrians.

Nköro (»athkbinüs .IVopIe living
In tbe neighborhood of Wilkes and
Royal streets are apprehensive lest
scenes which have been enacted for
many years in and around tbe colored
Odd Fellows' Hall, on south Columbus
etreet be transferred to tbeir neighbor¬
hood. A negro school building at tbo
western entrance to the tuunel is used
nearly every nli'.ht for a cake walk,
ball or some otht-r attraction, and mo¬
notonous "Arkaneas Traveler" lunes
are discoursed into tbe "we eoa'
hours." Now that the weatber is be¬
coming warmer there are as many
negroes surrounding tbe buildiogl ,as
there are in the hall, and last night
malea and females attracted to tbe
ueighOorhood by tbe entertainment
were sitting on curbstones as far up as

Wolfe etreet, on which thoroughfare
there is said to have been some dis¬
order.

Council Oxfic-RS..Now tbet the
election is over the organization of the
City Council is already being discussed
and there is some question as to wbo
will be tbe officers. Toe President of
the Board of Alderman, Mr. Thee,
Ballenger, will, It is understood, be op¬
posed by Mr. J. T. Sweeney. Tbe
clerk, Mr. L H. Thompson, so far has
no opposition, but Mr. George Schäfer,
for Messenger, will be opposed by
Messrs. Uicbard Rudi and 8. P.
(Oble) Jackson. In the Common Coun¬
cil Messrs. J. H. Trimyer and
F. J. Paff are spoken of for Presi
dent against Mr. Hubert Snowden. Mr,
D. R. Stansbury has no opposition
for Clerk, but for Messenger Mr. J. C.
Uill will be opposed by Mr. James Pat¬
terson, Mr. Craven and possibly others.
The city otlicers to be elected by
Council are now making a oanvasa.

A MuRDBROUd Act..There was
a negro ball last night, and
hacks were running to and fro
during tbe early hours. One of
them, contaiDg four colorid men,
pessed tbe west end of tbe Wilkes
Btteet tunnel, where eome little boye
were playing, when a ten-year-old
urchin mischievously threw a wad of
paper it. to tbe vehicle. One of the oc¬

cupants, a vicious-looking negro, drew
a pistol and with an imprecation dis-
chanted it at tbe child. Fortunately
the bullet passed harinltssly by tbe
boy. Had he been killed tbe murderer
would have escaped, as those who wit¬
nessed the act were unable to identify
biro.

Assaults..Robert Willie, an at¬
tache of tbe circus oompany now ex¬

hibiting on the old fair grounds, struck
William Qaakins, oolored, witb a rook
last niant and seriously cut bis face.
Officer Roberts arrested Willie and this
morning he was fined $5. Oaskins, it
was said, bad caused the circus man
some annoyance by getting inside a

rope against orders.
During a misunderstanding yester¬

day James Commander, colored, was
cut by Allen Carter, also colored. The
Utter was arrested at the instigation of
Commander, but tbe plaintiff failed to
appear this morning and the defendant
was released.

Fox Chabk on the guBUBH .Quite
a sensation occurred in the southwest¬
ern section of the city this morning be¬
tween 4 and 5 o'clock. A stray fox
was on his way out south Columbus
etreet, when abound seeinz bim, gave
a yelp and was joined on Franklin
etreet by three others which also took
up the chase, jumping over the fence of
the yard in which they were corralled.
Tbe sly fox ran out Columbus to Frank¬
lin to tbe Penny Hill lane and tbe does
finally captured bim in tbat lonely
graveyard. It was so early tbat only
tbe employees of tbe Southern Railway
Co., and a few outsiders had the pleas¬
ure of seeing the run.
