Stkkkts ano Skwkrs..The appro¬
priation bill wbich passed Council on

Tuesday night, and which is published
Id another column today, provides for
ai< expenditure of 112,000. As was

Btated by Councilman Lawler this is
the largest sum placed in an appropria*
tion bill for streets for years, although
during the various eessioos specific
sums were set apart for work, and it is
expected tbat in tbe ooxt few years
considerable work will be done. There
has beeo, considering tbe ci'y's re¬

sources, more work accomplished than
many suppose. Io the year 1891
$13000 was appropriated for streets
and sewers. In 1896 tbe large sewer

built tif terra cotta from Alfred to

Washington on Kintr, street, and from
that point to tbe corner of Princess and
Pitt, constructed of brick, and of difler-
ent dimensions, was leid. Tha esti¬
mated cost and appropriation «as

$12,000, the actual cost being between
$11,000 and $12,000. This work was fol¬
lowed by other Hewers, one on Prince
street from Royal to the river, with lat¬
eral sewers oo Fairfax aod L»e streets.
An appropriation of $1,700 was

made, and tbis sum was great¬
ly le.--eiit-(l by persons tapping
it tbe sewer. Referring to tbis
sewer in bis report tbe then City Engi¬
neer said: "The street committee and

myself thought we would hi warranted
in doing tbe work by day labor. Tbe
result jueified our estimates, a? tbe
sewer wan completed within tbe ap¬
propriation ol $1,700, the exact cost be¬

ing labor and ail material, except pi;>e,
$1,091.36; cost of pine $562.81, or a cav¬

ing to the city of $567.29 over tbe low¬
est bid." The Patrick street sewer at
the Hydraulion engine hou-e and
through two alleys was next built, the
appropriation beini· $1,300. Referring
to the bids, the e-ngioeer aays: ''These
bids were considered too high, end it
was decided to do tbe work by
day labor. Tbe work wa» done
by day labor for s 112.33 less
than tbe lowest bidders." The
value of allowing, and inviting
bidders is tbus illustrated and invite«
competition, for the reason tbat bidders
will keep their estimates in reasonable
bounds, being satisfied with a fair re¬

turn for tbeir time, and they will or

should do work under tbeir contracts
at figures as low as the city can, and at
the same time pay the per diem for
labor fixed bv the city. Small as the
sum of $12,000 thi-· year appropriated
seems it is tbat muob, and many hope
it will be followed in ooming years by
larger sums, as most of it finds its way
into tbe pockets of laborers, wbo can

find no other employment, although
willing to work.

Assault on a Woman..A man was

arrested by Officer Ferguson on north
Fairfax etreet yeeterday for beating a

woman and as he resisted very vigor¬
ously the officer called npon Detective
Miller, of Washington, wbo was witb
bim (tbe officer) to assist in bringing
tbe prisoner to the station bouse. Tbe
prisoner cootioued his resistence and
kicked Mr. Miller violently in the
Btomacb. The detective immediately
retaliated by striking the man several
times with hs fist. There was no in¬

jury inflicted, however, but spectators
lmaglnel tbat a pr soner was being
badly treated, not knowiog what bad
preceeded tbe blows. This morning
tbe prisoner failed to appear and for¬
feited his collateral. The Mayor ex¬

amined tbe case, and said that there
was too much mock sympathy bestow¬
ed oo certain characters who haog
aroood disreputable bouses aod beat
defenceless women, and that Detective
Miller, who was here on legitimate busi¬
ness and who was being assisted by Of¬
ficer Ferguson, wbo bad been detailed
for tbat purpose, bad the same right
to assist in the arn.u wheo called ution
by the officer to do bo, as any citizen,
aod tbat be had served the prisoner
perfectly right in striking him to de¬
fend himself.
