tbe same conclusion as that derived
from the tomb.

I
on« of these g. ves whb tbe body of »

man of unu-ual statue. Near bis lef<
km t· was found a part of a brais an«i
mother-o -pearl buckle. Withio a foot
of tbe bead of the man another bod\
has been exbumed to tbe wale'.
A part of a brass tabi t, whi h was

» viiienlly eel ioto the north wall, ba»<
hi«o been found. One piece of tbie tab¬
le: is inscribed with the letter "R." Il
the southwest corner tbe workmen un¬

earthed a Bet of graved.gger'e tools, a

turf spade, a grave spade, and a mat¬
tock. Near these were some nails,
band wrought and evidently kept for
making coffins. One tomb unearthed
is that of Jobo Clougb, an early rector
of tbe cburcb.
