Thk Wkatiikk yenterday was rainy,
warm ami disagreeable, anil the condi¬
tions were threatening this morning,
although the sun has been shining
most of tbe day. While there have
been no actual damage to ral!«
roads so far, it has been nee

essary to strengtheo embankments in
this neighborhood and to run trains
slow in many places where it was fear-
ed the track had been weakened by tbe
recent heavy rains. Home difficulty
has been experienced in the running of
the care* over the electric road between
thin city and Washington on account of
apprehension of washouts, but the com¬

pany has had forces of men at work at
ditlerent points, and so far have pre¬
vented damage. At HooO'e run, head
of King street, some Inoonvenience has
been experienced by tbe swollen condi¬
tion of that stream, which at times has
brought the water swash with the
bridge at that point and submerged the
track for some dtstaooe eastward. No
material damage has been reported on
tbe other roads, and the rumor circu¬
lated yesterday to tbe elieot that an ac¬
cident had occurred at Cockpit Point
caused by a washout was erroneous.
The eastern end of the Wilkes street
tunnel has been submerged at ditlerent
times. The river, ho far, has given no

cause for apprehension. The tides have
occasionally risen beyond the normal,
and the prevailing easterly winds may
saass them to make still higher. Mer¬
chants on the H.rand and Union street,
however, are prepared for any emer¬

gency in that line.
