nal, The temperaturs yesterday reach-
ed the 92 degree mark at 3 o'clock, but
but did oot climb to wsny greater
height.

In 1838 the Aldermen did not
organizs until & month after the proper
time, fhe Common Couneil weot on,
insugurated W, D. Massey ns Mayor
sod tranescted a conslderable amecunt
of busioess, and Mr, L. B. Taylor, preai-
dent of the Aldermen, who claimed to
hold over, acted ae Mayor during sn
absence of Mayor Massey. Many be-
lieve the sures: snd quickest way out of
the trouble would be a resori to the lot,
while others with equal logie thiok an
sarly primary election a fair and equa'-
Iy sure way, aod, they urge, a more
satisfactory manper, inssmuocn ad the
people themselves would Lben have an
opportunity to decide who should be
president of the board. Many, how-
ever, {linch atthe though of m primary
election when we are about to enler the
dog days, urging that under the present
order of Lthings we are compelled to
have two elsctions this year—spring
and fall—and 1o pasa through the
throes of a third in mid-summer with
the many issues the Aldermatic mud-
dle would neceesarily precipitate ie pot
desirable. Conservative people, how-
ever, who have no preference as to the
manner of emerging from the tangle
are clamoring for s epeedy settlement
of the tronble on some basis, and they
earneatly hope this tension will not be
allowed to continue much Irnger.
