Death ?? Mb. Andrew Della.. i
Mr. Andrew Delia, who had for several j
years past been a sufferer from a can-
oeroas atleotion, di-d at Ihe residence of
his eon, near Braddock Heights,
last iii¿ht. Tbe deceased was 74
years old. He Laves a widow
and several grown children. Mr.
Mr. Delia was a native of Baltimore,
but had lived in this citv for the pa-t
half century. In early life he was an

employee in a Baltimore printing olii je,
but later became a brickrmker, an oc¬

cupation he occasionally followed,
afler reaching manhood. Tbrongbout
tbe lauer part of bis life, however, be
had been a giiie.r on tbe river, aod dur¬
ing tbe winter months conducted an

oyster bouse opposite the Gazatte of-
floe. The csLcerous growth which
OBus-id b:s death manifested itself
upoai bis left wrist over seven

years ago. The malady reached
such a s age tbat be was forced
by the hope (bai he would be relieved
Of incessant agony, to have bis forearm
amputated. This, however, afforded
bu. a temporary mitigation of bis suf¬
ferings, as ibe disease broke out io a

malignant firm under his left arm anil

gradually n einlud down one side of
tbe chest. He bore bis sullm ings, which
Were a' limes excruciation, with a

patient Cnnetien spirit, aod through¬
out his years of torture he was a living
Wiiness of the faith he had professed
over thirty ye«*rs, be havng become a

menile r of Trinity M. E. Church in
1870. He had for m my years been a

member of Potomac Lodg>« of Odd Fel¬
lows. Throught life be bad er.pyed
tbe respeot and confidence« ol all wbo
knew bim.

Death on a ¡-¡tkamkr -Francis, the
eighteen months old son of Frank
Hessler, a Washington carpenter, died
on the steamer Harry Bandall last
night whi e on tbe way up tbe river
with his mother from Colonial Beach.
The child was not gives medical a -

tention, although a physician whose
home is told (o be in Havannah, Ga.,
was on board at the time. He asserted
tbat be could not be blamed, because
he bad no license from tbe District of
Columbia authorities. For some time
the child bas suffered from spasms, and j
yesterday it was determined to take
the child to Washington for treatment.
Mrs. Heseler, formerly Miss Eaton, of
this city, accompanied her son, and
took tbe atternoon boat from the beach.
Not long after tbe seamer bad left the
Beach, the boy was attacked with
spasme, while In a stateroom with his
mother. Mrs. Hessler notified Captain
Barker aod other·, including several
laalee, and everything possible wae
done for tbe child. It became known
tbat a physician wae on board, aod
many requests were made of him to
treat tbe boy. Tbe physician declined.
He said he bad no night todo so; tbat
he had no license to practice in the
1) strict; tbat it be did «so, he would
jeopardize bis rights in bis native Btate.
Women appealed to him, and be was

pressed on all sides to render medical
aid, bot be steadfastly refused. Before
the steamer reached Washington the
boy died.

Boaio t? the National Cemetery.
Tbe QiarterciBster General has given
orders for tbe repair if that portion of
Wilkes street leading to the National
Cemetery extendiug westward from
Payne street. Tbe remainder running
eastwardly to Alfred street, wblcb is
mucb out of order, will not be touched
by the government, its representatives
believing the city of Alexandria should
keep that portion in repair. This road
wae constructed twelve or thirteen
years ago by the government. Wilken
street from Alfred to the tbe cemetery
was graded and macadamed and curb¬
ing and a brick pavement laid on the
north side of tbe street over the six

Closing of an Old Stand..The
store on tbe nortl east corner of Prince
and Royai streets, wbicb bad been can-

ducted by one firm and another for the
past three quarters of a century, bas at
last put up its shutters. There are

many historio associations connected
with this ancient stand, se lona con¬
ducted by the late Thomas Davy.
Three generations bave patron ? d it,
aud up to a few weeks ago people in
limiteu numbera were still wending
their way in and out as in days of yore.
Tbomas Davy's store was in tbe olden
time as well-known as tbe Market
House. It was a sort of central point
for poople living in tbe southern part
of Fairfax county and etjaveda large
share of city patronage. People from
the surrounding country never thought
ofooming to town without calling at
this place. It was bere wbere most of
them disposed of their produce and laid
in stocks of groceries. It was to tbem
what Damescus is to tbe earavans.
Teams were lined up ot· Prince and
Royal streets and the r».r..bling of tbe
tread mill on the I'riuce street sido,
used to cut feerl, m «.? beard almost con¬

tinually, wtvl Hannibal King, tbe
trusty col., ? cd man, quarreled witb
mischievous boys abo buog around the
place. But times bave changed. Busi·

i-d is not conducted now as In the
days of the methodical and fair-mind¬
ed Englishman who was so long tbe
proprietor of tbe store. There were no
trusts in those day»; every one was al¬
lowed to follow the even lenor of bis
way and to enter tbe race on his in¬
dividual genius and merit«. Mr. Davy
prospered, hut his successors in this
day of knifing have not found the
business remunerative, and it having
passed through several bands in tbe
past twenty yeais baa at last been
brought lo a close.
