A WHITE MAN LYNCHED.
At SinUbvliJe, De Kalb county,

Teno., yesterday, an infuriated mob
took CbailcB Davis, a young white
man, charged with assaulting Mies
Kite Hughes, a well-known young wo

man of teat neighborhood, from ihe
custody of the officer»« and lynched him.
The crime waa et m milted on Sunday
eveniug near Wbarton Spring-«, where
the youog woman wae visiting, Davis
escaped but was oaptnred Monday
morning. He we- taken by Ibe sberla
to Smith ville and lodged in jail. Yes¬
terday morning a bearing waa had.
Preliminary examination was waived
and the prisoner was bound over to the
Criminal Ciurt. The courthouse was

packed witb people and iba-re were evi¬
dences of deep feeiiai'. Immediately
»iter tbe trial tue young woman's
father mouuttd a berci and made
an appeal to tbe crowd to help him to
(«.kto vengeance upon tbe assailant ol
bis daughter. When the sheriff made
bis appearance with the premer tbere
was a rash. The sheriff and hie dep¬
uties resisted, and a tierce struggle
took pine, duiing which Dav s escaped
aid bad gotten away some distance be-
'ore tbe fact was discovered. He we»

captured by a curs'tibie, who again
itarted log tbe jail. About a half mile
f.om town the officer was mot by tbe
mob and relieved ot his · , nge. Davis
waa laken ¡o a re ..._. ¿trove·, and
swung to tbo lini of a tree. Af.er
hanging hira ! mob dispersed. Tbe
«herifl, or nin deputies aid a cou¬
ntable, v. ? were trying to prevent tbe
lyocbiag, together.;* it b the father of
the défendant, were ¿e-vereiy injured in
ne clusti with tbe mol>.

A Perfect Mammoth..Through
Nature we learn that on July 11 the
St. Petersburg Academy of riuiences re¬

ceived a telegram from the leader of
the expedition which ii shortly to bring
to Si. Petersburg tne mammoth found
in Liberia. The telegram, which whb

.lispatobed from Yakutsk, reporte tbat
the expédition arnved at that place on
June 14. It ie proceeding by steaoer
up the river, and will then journey
overland to Kolymsk, which la 3,000
verete oil, where it expels io arrive in
ten weeks. The mammoth found if
unique of ite kind.
