THE CONVENTION.
Speeches for and against tbe submis¬

Mr. Stebblos declared ''tha'
to diefranchise a large number of voters
and leave tbe question to tbem to .iay
whether they would adoptornot would
be stupendous folly, and would consign
us to oblivion. Tbere is no doubt tbat
public sentiment is rapidly crystalixlng
in favor of proclaiming tbe constitution
Unless we complete our work by Octo¬
ber 5, it will be impossible to submit
it at tbe next general election. That
fulure will compel not only another
election, but an extra session of the leg-
isture." He hoped that the Wyser
amendment providing for submitting
the new constitution to a vote of the
people would not be adopted. Tbe
demonstration of approval of hts senti¬
ment plainly showed what would be
tho fate of the amendment if a vote
was then taken.
Judge Harrison, replying to Mr.

Stebbins, claimed tbat it should be sub¬
mitted as a matter of law and a matter
of morale. He held tbat it was tbe duty
of the convention to submit its work for
ratifio itioo, and quoted Corley at length
in support of tie position. He reminded
the convention that tbe Supreme Court
of Pennsylvania had declared a consti¬
tution void because It was only pro¬
claimed. In closing be said: "If you
proclaim tbe suffrage clause you in
eflect proclaim tbe whole constitution.
A« a matter of logic, you have no more

right to aay I shall b- deprived of my
vote on one part of the instrument any
more than on another. Any attempt,
directly or indirectly, to force this
constitution will be resented at the
polls. You say the negroes will defeat
it. If so, how is it that tbe negro
counties sent men here who are moat
eager to disfranchise them, and those
who oppese tbat invariably come from
white couotlee? I believe ot will be

the black counties that will aid us in !
having this constitution adopted and I
overcoming tbe divisions among white
men in other sections of the State. Tbe !
Fifteenth amendment was tbe greatest
crime of tbe centnry, I thoroughly
sympathize with the condition of my
white brethren in the black belt, but I
can aay to you do not attempt to in¬
terfere with the right of white men In
white counties to exprese themselves
upon the adoption ot this constitution.
Give tbem a grand constitution, and
give them a chance tonpprove of it,
and you need have no fears of the re¬

sult."

BURNED AT THE STAKE.
Henry Notes, colored, was burned at

the stake yesterday afternoon at Win¬
chester, Teon., for assaulting and mur¬

dering Mrs. Charles Williams, tbe wife
of a prominent farmer of Franklin
oounty.
Tbe crime was committed last Friday,

Nolee was arres'ed at Cowan, Teon.,
about fif y miles from Winchester, and
was immediately taken to that place by
the officers who captured bim and
lodged in jail.
The sheriff fearing trouble began

making preparations to protect the
prisoner, and was so engaged when a

crowd of about 200 people assembled in
front of the j «il and began demanding
tbe surrender of the negro. The sheriff
refused to give him up and bade the
mob disperse.
A crowd of about 500 men, mostly

farmers from the oection in wbicb Mrs
Williams lived, eubaeqaently arrived
aod they were quiokly followed by
others until a mob of perhaps 1,000 peo¬
ple surrounded the jail.
The crowd then brushed the sheriff

and bis officers aside, broke into tbe
prison, took tbe keys from tbe jailer,
and secured tbe negro. Then tbey
«darted with him in the direction of
Mrs. Williams' home. After marching
a mile or more they placed tbe prisoner
on a stomp aud told htm to prepare to
die aod tbat if he had any statement to
make it at once.
Tbe negro was cool and collected aod

a «mile played oa bis lips as be said:
"Tell all my s'e^ers and brothers to
meet me in heaven. I am going to
make tbat my homo. Tell my mother
to meet me where parting will be no
more.''
A number of q'lestions were put to

him. He was asked why he committed
tbe crime. "I just di i it because I bad
nothing else to do," be said. Ha denied
that others were implicated.
Toe mob then took the negro to tbe

nearest tree. A chain was then fasten¬
ed to his body aod then wrapped around
the tree. A young man took a two
gallon can of coal oil, then poured it
upon him, saturating his clothes from
bead to foot, and the match was applied.
The H »mes leaped high above tbe
negro's bead, and ai tbey reached bis
flesh he began uttering appeals to tbe
mob for mercy, but his cries were
answered by more oil and »be piling on
ol brush around bis body, until be was

almodt buried under the p- «e.
Toe match was applied at 1:40

o'clock, and an hour later nothing was
left of the negro but a portion of bis
shoes. After tbo burning, tbe mob dis¬
persed.
Tbe crime for which the negro was

burned was committed at tbe Williams
home. Last Friday evening when Mr.
Williams returned from bis day's work
he found bis wire lying on tbe floor in
a pool of blood. A bullet bad ploughed
its way through ber brain.
Near tbe mother were two baby boys,

orying aloud in grief aod fear. A
wound on the youngest child's bead
showed where the negro had fired at
him, the bullet «razing he forehead.
The dead woman was a member of

one of tbe oldest and most respected
families in tbe community.
