Ex¬
ceptionally perfect stones aro termed
gems, and for such there Is no fixed
vulue, tbe price depending on the puri¬
ty nnd the brilliancy of the stone. The

It is impossible to estimate the value
of a diamond by Its weight Color,
brilliancy, cut and general perfection
of the stone all are to be taken into
account Of two stones, both flnwiiss
and weighing ten carats, one may be
worth $000 and the other $12,000. Ex¬

ceptional stones often bring special
prices. Off color or Imperfect stones
sell nt an average price per carat re¬

gardless of size.

The owners were regular In coming In
to collect the hire for their slaves, from
which we may Infer that tho "constitu¬
ents" of those days knew how to appre¬
ciate a good thing to a degree worthy
