The House of Deputies of tne Epis¬

copal Church of Amerio·, sitting as a

committee of tbe whole, adop'ei tbe

proposed canou prohibiting tbe mar¬

riage of divorced persons for causes not

arising previous to tneir former mar¬

riage. Tbe canon was adopted ße it
came (rom the House of Bisbops. Tbe
vote stood 182 lor, 158 against. Tbe
amendment ol Dr. Huutington, of New
York, making an exemption iu th« case

of the innocent party of a divorce
granted on Ihe ground of adultery, was
reacted by a vote ol 158 to 173
Tue result of tne vote in l;:e com¬

mittee of tbe Wille was reported to the
House of Deputies, which will vote oc

the matter. Tne re«ult, however, may
not be the same, for in tbat house toe
vole of 30 delegations is required to
carry a measure, tbe divided delega-

! lions virtually counting among tbe
nays. No time was set for a final vote
by Ihe hous -, but it will be taken today.
The bisbops adopted a canou provid¬

ing tbat uo woman can be formally set

apart as a deaconess until sbe shall
nave attained tbe age ol 20 years aod
declaring that marriage renders her
position vacant.
The ? cuse of Bishops agieed to the

conference report of marginal readincs,
already accepted by tbe House of Depu¬
ties. Toe following amendment to
article X. of tbe constitution was
adopted by tbe House of Bisbops:
"Provided, that notbirg in this ar¬

ticle shall be construed as restricting
the authority of the bisbops of the
ohutcb to take such «c i u as miy be
provided fey Ibe rubrics of tbe Book of
Common Prayer and by tbe canons from
the general convention for tie use ol
special forms of worship."

This is intended to apply especially
in essa of Swedish congrega.ious iu
tbe northwest.
The bisbops having declined to di¬

vide the diocese of Springfield and Kan¬
sas, it was agreed to appeal for tbe ap¬
propriation of more funds from tbe gen¬
eral funds for missionary work in tnese
dioceses, and also to ask for spedai cou-
cessiooe.

After the result of tbe vote on tbe
canon concerning marriage and divorce
was announced the committee cf tbe
whole rose, but was immediately re¬
convened. Tbe amendment to the con¬
stitution by the Hou«e ol Bisbops, as a
substitute for canon 37, referring to the
discipline of persons marrying again af¬
ter divorce, was placed before the com
mittee for consideration. Without ac¬
tion tbe committee again arose, and al¬
ter it bad repor'ed progress to the house
a recess was taken until 3 p. m.
At tbat hour tbe House of Deputies

proceeded io executive session to tbe
election of missionary bishops.

It is to consist of three bishops, tbe
presbyters and three laymen, and will
report its proceedings to eacn Cenerai
Convention.
Tne House of Bishops, so far as its

action noes, has settled tbe Hawaiian
church problem through the conference
of ite committee, consisting of Bishops
Whitaker, of Pent-sylvani»; Capere, of
(South Carolina, and Nicholas, of Cali¬
fornia, with Bi-hop Willis, of Honolulu.
Tbe terms of seulement in brief are tbe
resignation of he Bishop of Honolulu,
to take effect tbe 1st of next April and
the formation of tne Hawaiian Islands
as a missionary district, to be placed,
for tbe present, in charge of a biebop
desuiietH by tbe presiding bwbop
The bishops also took up (he report

ood, waved its arms solemnly and dis
appeared as silently and strangely as it
had come. None bad seen tbe figure
enter or leave tbe premises. A mee-en-

ger was dispatched to tbe house of the
president, but discovered tbat he was

already dead.
Tne most eminent men of the club

were at great pains to solve tbe strange
proceeding, but without avail, and,
convinced that the ghes*. ol tbe depart¬
ed president had really visited them,
they removed the club to another part
of tbe city.
