His story wez not believed and snit
was brought to recover the wmooey.
Judge Green wes Weaddill's connsel,
wod the osee was decided in bis favor,
The commusnity, bowever, regerded
Waddill wed bis wife with suaplc-
jon uontil their deaths some years
ago. Shortly wsflier the reorgani-
zatlon of the bank all ila seceta
were purehased by the lste Mejor W,
1. Butherlio, of Dauville, whose daugh-
ter, the wife of Col. Francls L, Bmith, »
member of the constituticnsl conven-
tloo from Alexaodris, lell heir to his
posessions,

Now comes the strange psrt of the
story. Yesterduy az Judge Green, the
only men liviog who was connected
with the oase in Danville, was leaving
on the trein for Richmood, the post-
master ran after him with a levter, It
proved to be from a man in Oblo, whoss
pame is withheld, who scknowledged
that he had, during the war, taken the
gold from Wad¢<ill. He eaid be had been
uouble to carry it away, and bad boried
it newr Dauvlille, where it still remained.
The writer sald that be bad s map of
the placs, and if bis transportation were
paid and he wes promised exemption
from punishment be would come to Vir
glola, fiod the gold, and deliver it to
the righifal owner.
