The Indian Dn.k Trick.

A little tin or earthen pan or some-

tlmea half a cocoanut shell supported
on three stones Is filled with water on

which Is sprinkled a red powder, ren¬

dering It practically opaque. A little
duck of wood or porcelain Is placati
upon the surface, where It at llrst

floats, but at the command of the per¬
former suddenly dives, remaining sub¬
merged until again ordered to rise.
